*537. SHRI S.S. AHLUWALIA: Will the Minister of COMMERCE AND
INDUSTRY be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government's attention has been drawn to the growth of export
of copper wire rods into India from Sri Lanka;

(b) the details of import of copper wire rods since 1995-96, year-wise and
country-wise;

(c) whether it is a fact that while custom duty of 25 per cent is leviable
on import of copper wire rods from other countries, only 2 per cent duty is
levied on import from Sri Lanka; and

(d) the rationale behind levy of preferential duty on import of copper wire
rods although Sri Lanka is known to have no copper mines or smelter?

THE MINISTER OF COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY (SHRI ARUN
JAITLEY):(a)Yes,Sir.

(b) The details of import of copper rods and copper wire are given in
Statement-I and Statement-11 respectively. (See below)

(c) The basic customs duty on import of copper wire and copper rods from
other countries is 25%. The import of these products was permitted at a
preferential duty of 2.5% from Sri Lanka under the India-Sri Lanka Free Trade
Agreement (ISLFTA) till 17th March, 2003. However, with effect from 18th
March, 2003, these products are being permitted duty free from Sri Lanka.

(d) The import of copper wire and rods from Sri Lanka is to be allowed at
preferential duty only subject to fulfillment of the Rules of Origin prescribed
under the ISLFTA which specify that domestic value addition requirement shall
be 35% and that the goods must undergo transformation at 4-digit harmonized
system of Tariff Classification.
