{a) to (c) The Food Corporation of India (FCI) undertakes procurement,
storage and movement of foodgrains throughout the country. During the

course of these operations, some shortages occur which are accounted
for under two heads, viz. storage loss and transit loss. Storage loss occurs,
inter alia, due to loss of moisture, multiple handling, prolonged storage
and spillage. Transit loss takes place due to moisture loss, different modes
of weighment, transhipment, spillage,. etc. At time, storage and transit
losses also occur due to acts of omission and commission on the part of
FCl employees.

The extent of storage and transit iosses and losses on account of
theft/pilferage during the year 2000-01, as reported by the FC1, is indicated
below:

Storage losses Rs. 227.00 crore*
Transit losses Rs. 172.00 crore*
Theft/pilterage Rs. 18.90 lakh*

But the FCI did not purchase rice
from Assam. However, the rice purchased from other parts of the country
was sent to Assam. This rice was kept in godowns, and now this rice is
not fit for human consumption. My specific question is: Would the hon.
Minister ensure that there is no discrimination in purchase ot rice and
other commedities? Madam, the tarmers in every nook and corner of the
country should be treated equally. | want to know whether the Minister
would ensure that in future procurements, no State will be discriminated
against, and procurement of rice and other commodities will be ensured
through the FCI, so that the farmer of every region is helped. And, secondly.

DR. ARUN KUMAR SARMA: Madam, one more aspect of the issue
is that the proper utilisation of the rice pockets through such a mechanism
have not been reflected in the reply.

One more issue is regarding the Central Warehouses. The House is
aware that Assam is a flood-prone area. Many areas of the Assam State
are inaccessible for about six months, because of floods. They are mainly
tribal areas like Madulai Island, Dunai and so on. Although rice is surplus
in the State, it cannot be transported by the FCI storage depots to the
remote areas during the time of floods. This phenomenon is being repeated
every year during the last 50 years. Yet, tili today the arrangement for
storage of rice in those inaccessible areas is not being made. Madam,
this is the prime duty of the Central Government to ensure that during
floods every area gets the minimum foodgrains supply. It is not being
ensured through proper arrangements of godowns and other facilities there.

Minister whether he would specifically ensure
creation of storage facilities in the inaccessible areas of the country during

flood times so that there is no short supply of foodgrains there?
