(a) to (d) During the last three years a total sum of Rs.1,33,40,500/-
was allocated by the Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan to the following schools
in Bihar for computer education.

1. KV No. 1 Gaya Rs. 13,69,500/-
2. KV No. 2 Gaya Rs. 9,38,000/-
3. KV Jamailpur Rs. 9,38,000/-

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4. KV Singarshi Rs. 9,38,000/-
5. KV Samstipur Rs.15,00,000/-
6. KV Mokamaghat Rs. 9,38,000/-

9. KV Kathihar Rs. 9,38,000/-
10. KV Garhara Rs. 9,38.000/-

11. KV Kankarbagh, Patna  Rs. 14,67,000/-

Out of the 12 schools for which funds were sanctioned for computer
education, the amounts have been fully utilized in 10 schools. In two
schools, namely KV Jamalpur and KV Singarshi, the work was completed
in substantially less than the sanctioned amount.

As far as college are concerned, the University Grants Commission
(UGC) has sanctioned a total amount of Rs. 48,34,196/- to 38 colleges
in the last three years for dissemination of computer education. An
amount of Rs.10,29,196/- was sanctioned in the year 1999-2000 and
Rs. 6,60,000/- in 2000-2001. Utilisation Certiticates have been received
for an amount of Rs.4,94,196/-. Out of the 38 colleges, 23 colleges were
given assistance amounting to Rs. 25,30,000/- in March, 2002. This amount
is meant for utilisation within a year.

Explosive devices in reserve forest

Park, following recovery of explosive devices in the reserve forest;

(b) if so, the number of explosive devices recovered;

(c) whether an enquiry has been held {o ascertain the facts and nab
the culprits; and

(d) if so, the details in this regard?

THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT AND FORESTS (SHRI T.R.
BAALU): (a) and (b) Yes, Sir. A total of 17 crude ball shaped explosives
were recovered on 14.6.2002 from the reserved forest, which is the buffer
area lying on the southern periphery of Corbett Tiger Reserve.

{(c) and (d) An enquiry is being conducted in the matter and support
of police has been sought. Patrolling of police has been strengthened in
the Tiger Reserve.
