The Food Safety and Standards (Amendment) Bill, 2008

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HEALTH AND FAMILY
WELFARE (SHRIMAT1PANABAKA LAKSHMI): Sir, I beg to move:

"That the Bill to amend the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006, be taken into
consideration."

Sir, this Bill has been brought forward, with a view, to consolidate the laws relating to
food safety in the country. Sir, sub-section 4 of Section 5 of the Food Safety and Standards
Act empowers the Central Government to appoint the Chairperson and Members, other than
the ex-ofticio members, of the Food Authority on the recommendations of the Selection
Committee. Sub-section 5 of Section 5 of the Food Safety and Standards Act prohibits holding
of any other office by the Chairperson and Members of the Food Authority. This provision
led to difficulties m constituting the Food Authority.

Sir, I move that the Bill may be taken into consideration.
The question was proposed.

DR. EXM. SUDARSANA NATCHIAPPAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, I support the Food Safety
and Standards (Amendment) Bill, 2008. Actually, the purpose is very much restricted to
accommodate certain persons who have got expertise in this field. The Chairperson of the
Food Authority can be a part-time Member. The age-limit is also 65 years. Nowadays, many
bureaucrats, after retirement, get jobs, so that their experience can be used in these types of
authorities.

In the modern world, the food safety and standards are very important. When we are
having a global competition, our food material should be of an international standard. Even
though we are having many laws to prevent substandard type of food being sold we are very
poor in maintaining the standards. This particular Authority has to come forward with proper
regulations, so that our fixed standards for food material are maintained properly.

The Prevention of Food Adulteration Act got certain provisions. But, in many cases, it
has not fulfilled the obligations. The State Government Authorities are using that Act very
rarely and that too for statistical purpose. They are catching hold of certain poor people who
are selling them, like vendors or shopkeepers. But, the persons, who are producing in the
brand name or even in the fake name, are left scot-free. For any food material, even for
drinking water, nowadays, it is very easy to pack up in a particular known brand name and
put the water or any soft drink or any food material and the packet will be standing in some
other name. It is sold in that particular name and at that particular price. There is no strict
prohibition or enforcement of this Act. During the 20-Point Programme implementation
Madam Indira Gandhiji was the Prime Minister. She could have made this programme proper
by enforcing throughout India. At that time, there was Emergency also. Therefore, the officials
were also working properly and it was enforced properly. Nowadays, there is nothing like
that and many people are getting disease only because of this type of foods which are not
properly standardised or they are shown as if they are properly standardised. Sir, it is very
surprising to note that even drinking water is sold for Rs. 15 per bottle. But, when the milk
prices were raised to Rs. 15 per litre, there was agitation. Poor widows and agriculturists
depend on milk. We used to say that "you add water into milk." Nowadays, "if you add
water, it is much more costlier than the milk." That is the situation now which we are facing.
It becomes a habit.

Now, the middle class people, and even the lower middle class people, carry mineral
water. Standard is fixed for mineral water. But, there is no enforcement. Anybody can take
his own pipe water, put it in a brand bottle and sell it off just by putting a plastic cover
around it. They are also putting a type of paper on it to make the people believe. In urgent
situations, people purchase water bottles. Anywhere, we can purchase drinking water or any
material which is in the brand name. Sir, It's high time. We are making a lot of laws, but, we
are not enforcing them properly. The burden is shifting on to the consumer. The basic law is
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‘beware' or 'consumer should be beware'. That is the law. But, at the same time, materials are
flooded into the market. When the materials are flooded into the market, our Government
should regulate it properly. If an industry is involved in fake production, then, it has to be
sealed and it has to be exposed to the public saying that these are the people who are making
fake things. We were surprised to know that fake notes are coming from Malaysia, Sri Lanka,
etc. From all around, our neighbours are bringing fake Indian rupee notes into the Indian
market. That is the situation we are facing. But, food materials have got much more bad
effect. It affects the ordinary people, especially babies who take this type of substandard
materials. They are suffering and they are dying. In the same way, ordinary people are now
wooed by market and advertisements and they purchase it. We can take one example of coca
cola. Coca cola is in a brand bottle. We can get any type of coca cola in villages. Beverages
have an age limit, saying that beyond a particular age, chemicals cannot subsist. But, in
villages, one-month old or one-year old coca cola is also sold. What is the action that we are
taking? Therefore, in one way, we are prescribing the standards, we are making the laws, we
are making dynamic organisations, but, at the same time, it is important to note whether we
are enforcing them properly or not. Sir, for this, we need a better coordination among all the
three layers of the Government—the Central Government, the State Governments and the
Panchayat Governments. All the three have to make it and the things which are now available
in mass production in a brand name, it reaches the villages. Brand publicity is also given,
but, the thing inside is—as we used to call it—"0Old wine in new bottle". Old wine is not
available, but substandard material is in the new bottle. That is the brand name. Therefore, 1
request, when the Government is thinking of giving more powers to the Authority under the
Food Safety and Standards Act, that the Chairperson to whom particularly these powers are
being given, who has to be a full-time Chairperson, has to look after all these things. Now,
this Bill allows even people from companies which are producing food materials to be
Members of this particular body. This Bill indirectly provides for that. Therefore, they will
come and try to be Members of the body competitively so that they can do their business
according to their own terms. They can manipulate things. They can make their officials to
be the implementing authorities and control them because they are Members of the body. It
is better not to accommodate persons who are doing business in this body. Persons who have
expertise, who have scientific knowledge and sympathy towards the people should be
appointed as Members and Chairperson. They should implement the law properly because it
tells upon the life of millions of people. When it is standardised, they believe in the brand
mark and take that it is a standardised food. Therefore, the standards should be properly
fixed. Therefore, I request the Government to take serious action, if there is any violation of
this particular law. Thank you.

SHRI MATILAL SARKAR (Tripura): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, I rise to support the Bill. At the same
time, I would like to mention some points and suggestions. My first submission is this. What was the
urgency for the Government to promulgate an Ordinance, instead of bringing in the amendment first?
The Session was due to start on 25th February and this Ordinance was promulgated just two weeks

before. What was the urgency? It seems that the role of Parliament is being belittled. This process
should not be allowed to continue. I am not clear about the urgency.

Secondly, so far as the amendments are concerned, previously, they were fulltime Members,
but now they can be part-time Members also. The Chairman should not hold any ether post. He should
be a ftilltime Chairman. The provision is like this. Part time Members, other than the ex officio
Members, would be selected as per recommendation of the Selection Board. But what about ex officio
Members? What will be the yardstick for their selection? It is not well defined:
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The second amendment is regarding superannuation. It has been increased from 62
years to 65 years. That is all right because up to 65 years one has the capacity to work. There-
is no doubt about it. I would like to know whether this was the reason to promulgate an
Ordinance. Was this done because somebody was going to cross the age of 62 years? My
point is, the Chairman should be well versed and should be very experienced in this field. He
should have profound knowledge in the field of food, safety and standards. And there should
not be political influences in regard to the selection of Chairman. This should be kept in
mind. Also, when part-time members are taken in, I have the same opinion as that of the hon.
Member, Shri Natchiappan, that vested interests might creep in. The members, so appointed,
might overpower the whole system, and proceed to pollute the objectives as well. Hence
care should be taken while selecting the members. One aspect which the hon. Member, Shri
Chaturvedi, pointed out is about inclusion of women. In the Act itself, there should be a
provision for this. Women have the natural instincts of a mother, and it is a mother who is
directly involved with food affairs. So, inclusion of women in the Food Safety and Standards
Authority of India has to be ensured.

Having said this, in regard to Amendments, I would like to mention a few things. In
the Statement of Objects and Reasons, the hon. Minister has stated, "The purpose is to lay
scientific standards for articles of food; to regulate manufacture, distribution, sale and import
of food articles; to ensure safe and wholesome food; and maintenance of standards. If these
are the objectives, then, it will be pertinent to mention here that a call was given on the
occasion of the World Food Day celebrations that the objectives should be shifted from food
security to 'nutrition security', namely, what type of food our children or our people should
take, what should be the calorie contents in it and what should be the nutritive contents in it.
That was a call given by the experts on the occasion of the World Food Day Celebrations all
over the world. In line with this, I would like to point out that the M.S. Swaminathan Research
Foundation—the hon. Member, Prof. Swaminathan, is not here now—made valuable
recommendations, and one of its recommendations is to form the "National Nutrition Authority’'
so that the nutritive contents are ensured in the food that we consume. That is why they have
recommended the formation of National Nutrition Authority. I will be happy to know from
the hon. Minister whether that recommendation has been accepted and whether the
Government is proceeding towards the formation of National Nutrition Authority.

Having said this, I would like to give some idea about the health scenario of the people
of our country. The UNICEF, in its Report of 2005, had stated and I quote: "Sixty-three per
cent of our people go to bed hungry; 53 per cent of people suffer from chronic malnutrition;
the killer diseases like pneumonia, diarrhoea, measles, tetanus, whooping cough, carry away
2.4 million Indian children every year." This is a very alarming thing; 2.4 million Indian
children being perished from the attacks of these killer diseases. And, most of these diseases
originate from unsafe water, unsafe food and non-standard food. Are we trying to get over
this? We still figure in the list of the hungriest countries of the world. Sir, it is not a befitting
expression for us. We belong to one of the hungriest countries of the world!

But, science and technology should also come
in the field of health. Sir, my question is, whether we have advanced in this field. We have
these seats of specialisation like MD, MS, etc., in health. In the Government institutions,
these seats are very, very limited in comparison to private institutions. To get a seat in a
private institution, lakhs of rupees are needed. The seats are limited in Government institutions.
That is why, the merit is not growing in this field. So, the Government should make an
adequate provision so that the technology can grow, the institutions can grow, and the expertise
can grow in this field.
