Rising number of vehicles and parking problem in cities

*366. DR. LAXMINARAYAN SHARMA: Will the Minister of URBAN
DEVELOPMENT be pleased to state:

(a) the reasons of unprecedented increase in the number of vehicles in Metro cities;

(b) whether Government is aware that it may result in traffic and parking problems;
and

(c) if so, the steps that are being taken to solve the problem and restrict the purchase of
vehicles?

THE MINISTER OF URBAN DEVELOPMENT (SHRI S. JAIPAL REDDY): (a) to (c)
A Statement is laid on the Table of the Sabha.

Statemeny

(a) The vehicle population in metro cities particularly of personalized mode of transport
(passenger cars and two wheelers) have shown a substantial increase in recent years due to
combination of factors which amongst others include rising aspirations of people along with
fast growth rate, increase in per capita income, easy availability of consumer financing,
rationalization in indirect taxes and increase in domestic availability of vehicles as a result
of economic reforms.

(b) Yes, Sir.
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(c) Urban Transport is a State subject. As such, the responsibility of tackling the problem
arising out of increase in number of motor vehicles, primarily, rests with the State Government.
However, realizing the seriousness of rapidly growing problem of urban transportation, the
Central Government has formulated National Urban Transport Policy (NUTP) in April, 2006.
It, inter-alia, seeks to promote integrated land use and transport planning, greater use of
public transport and non-motorized modes of travel, Intelligent Transport Systems etc. It
provides guidelines for central financial assistance for investments in public transport,
infrastructure for greater use of non-motorized modes, as well as for the construction of
parking facilities etc. The thrust of the policy is on moving people rather than moving vehicles.

With support of Government of India, metro projects in Delhi and Bangalore have been
approved. Metro projects are in different stages of approval for Mumbai, Hyderabad, Chennai,
Kolkata and Kochi. Further, Bus Rapid Transit System (BRTS) projects in Ahmedabad,
Rajkot, Surat, Indore, Bhopal, Pune, Pimpri-Chinchwad, Vijayawada, Visakhapatnam and
Jaipur have also been approved under Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission
(JNNURM) to provide better public transport to commuters.
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SHRI S. JAIPAL REDDY: Sir, we are encouraging metro rail system so that we could
strengthen public transportation facility. This is the only way to reduce the traffic problem
on the roads. As the hon. Member has rightly noted, in our answer we have tried to say that
we are trying to start metro; wherever the State Governments have come forward, we are
lending substantial assistance. Our assistance is going up to 20 per cent of grant. Besides
metro rail, we are also encouraging a Bus Rapid Transit System in as many as nine cities and
there again we are making available substantial assistance.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Second supplementary. Do you have a second supplementary?
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SHRI S. JAIPAL REDDY: The process has been initiated. It is our effort to expedite the
process. I think in about two years' time-frame we will be able to lay the foundation stone
and get the construction started.

SHRI SHYAMAL CHAKRABORTY: Sir, | am a new-comer in the Rajya Sabha. This is
my third day. Every time when the Ministers rise to answer the questions, I see that they try
to shift the burden to the States. But the problem is that, Mr. Chairman, as we are well aware,
the financial resources are taken away by the Centre. It is more than 70 per cent.

MR. CHAIRMAN: What is the question?
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_ SHRI SHYAMAL CHAKRABORTY: Sir, my question is: From where will the State
Government get this huge fund? I would like to know whether the Central Government is
prepared to spend this huge sum for rapid transport system and the metro transport
system.

SHRI S. JAIPAL REDDY: Sir, apart from the general question of finance, although it is
a State matter, as I said before, we are, through our Jwaharlal Nehry National Urban Renewal
Mission and the Viability Gap Funding by the Finance Ministry, making lots of money
available, It is for the State Governments to avail of these avenues,
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SHRI S. JAIPAL REDDY: Sir, I am in total agreement with the hon. Member. Our
Government is exactly thinking on these lines. We are pleading with the State Governments
to think of a comprehensive mobility plan. We are ourselves financing the studies of these

"plans in every city and giving subsidy up to 40 per cent. In fact, we are, at the moment,
thinking of enhancing the assistance for studies from 40 per cent to 80 per cent, and in BRTS
and other schemes we are insisting upon separate tracks both for cyclists and pedestrians. I
couldn't agree with the Member more.
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SHRI S. JAIPAL REDDY: Sir, we are more than willing to finance the schemes in all the
cities suggested by the hon. Member. The initiative has to be taken by the State Government.
I do not want the hon. Member to get away with an impression that we are trying to escape
the responsibility by referring to State's initiative. We are here to finance the schemes. But
the initiative has to be taken by the State Governments. We are ready to finance such schemes
in all the major cities.
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
