MOTION EXPRESSING DISAGREEMENT WITH REPORTED
STATEMENT OF THE PRIME MINISTER IN REGARD TO
THREE MINISTERS OF THE UNION CABINETAGAINST

WHOM CBI HAS COMPLETED INVESTIGATIONS AND FILED
CHARGE SHEETS

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE (West Bengal) Mr.
Chairman, Sir, with your permission, | beg to move the following
motion:

"That this House expresses its disagreement with the
reported statement of the Prime Minister in which he has
given a clean chit to three Ministers of the Union Cabinet,
namely, Shri LK. Advani, Dr. Murli Manohar Joshi and
Sushree Uma Bharati, against whom the CBI has
completed investigations and filed charge sheets, and
through this statement the Prime Minister has prejudged
the issue".

SHRI ADHIK SHIRODKAR (Maharashtra): Sir, | wish to
raise a point of order.

SHRI RAJU PARMAR (Guijarat) : You quote the rule. ...
(Interruptions)...

SHRI ADHIK SHIRODKAR: Please don't shout. | can
hear you. ... (Interruptions)...

MR. CHAIRMAN: You tell me under which rule you wish
to raise the point of order.

SHRI ADHIK SHIRODKAR: Sir, the rule under which 1
am raising my point of order is, 169(ii), (viii), (ix) and (xii).

MR. CHAIRMAN: Rule 169!

SHRI ADHIK SHIRODKAR: Yes, Sir. Rule 169 (ii). (viii),
(ix) and (xii). May | elaborate my point, Sir? ...(Interruptions)...

MR. CHAIRMAN: You are saying rule 169.

SHRI ADHIK SHIRODKAR: Rule 169 (ii), (viii), (ix) and
(xii). These are the sub-rules.

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Sir, what is his point?

SHRI ADHIK SHIRODKAR: Sir, | will elaborate it. The
Motion says, "he reported statement”. Now, it is an accepted
fact that the so-called .eported statement was not made on the
floor...
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SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Sir, it is about the
admissibility of the motion. What the hon. Member is referring to
is about the admissibility of the motion. Rule 169 deals with the
conditions of admissibility. Once this Motion is admitted by the
Chairman of the House, | think there is no scope for raising a
question on the ground of admissibility. Therefore, my most
respectful submission is, let us have the debate; the background
is known to the whole House and let us not rake up this issue. If
he has any other substantial points, he can raise it. How can the
question of admissibility be raised now when the motion has
already been admitted, bulletined and slated for discussion?

MR. CHAIRMAN: That is right. You cannot raise it. The
Chairman has admitted it. So, there is no question of raising it.
...(Interruptions)... Let me tell you that in order that the debate
may continue in a peaceful manner, it is better you don't pursue
it. and let the debate start. You can speak on it.

SHRI ADHIK SHIRODKAR: That rule is admitted;
however, | have a point of order. ...(Interruptions)...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Mo, no. It cannot be raised. No point of
order can be raised on the Chairman’'s ruling. ...(Interruptions)...
No point of order can be raised on the Chairman's ruling.

SHRI ADHIK SHIRODKAR: Sir, | am not disputing the
ruling of the Chairman.

MR. CHAIRMAN: No, no. No point of order can be raised
on the Chairman's decisions or rulings. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Mr. Chairman, Sir, the
motion is admitted and it is set for discussion, with the consent of
the Leader of the House. It can be admitted by the Chair,
scrutinising the admissibility process. So far as the discussion is
concerned, \t requires the agreement of the Leader of the House
in regard to allocating the time. Sir, | would like to explain the
reasons why we wanted to have this discussion under a
particular rule.

At the very outset, | would like to assure the hon.
Members of the House, and my distinguished colleagues, thatl
have no intention of transgressing our jurisdiction and assume
the powers which the Indian Constitution has not vested on this
House. | am fully aware of it. Therefore, | would not assume that
power which is not given to this House. In this
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connection, Sir, may | draw your attention to an observation
made by no less a person than SarvapaNi Radhakrishnan, who
happened to be the first Chairman of this House and the first
Vice-President of this republic? When he assumed office, he
was felicitated by the Members of this House on 13th May,
1952. Then, he had observed, " There is a general impression
that this House can't make or unmake Government and,
therefore, it is a superfluous body. But there are functions, which
a revising chamber can fulfil fruitfully. Parliament is not only a
legislative but also a deliberative body. So far as deliberative
functions are concerned, it will be open to us to make very
valuable contributions."

Sir, what was said forty eight years ago by an illustrious
son of this country is equally relevant now. | must express my
satisfaction, being one of the oldest Members of this House, that
in its own humble way, this House has collectively contributed,
through its deliberations, on many issues which have
strengthened the demaocratic process; it has not weakened the
democratic process and it has clearly established the fact that
the Second Chamber has its role to play.

On what do we want to have a discussion? A discussion
about the propriety of the statement of the Prime Minister. |
would come to the substance a little later. But, in the evolution of
lhe functioning of this House, we have created some very
healthy precedents. One precedent, at least, comes to my mind,
which was debated on these things itself. On 10th August, 1973.
this House debated a motion under rule 170. The mover was Mr.
N.K.P. Salve, who is sitting next to me. The motion was in his
name. The complexion of the House was almost the same. The
only difference was, the seat occupied by my good friend, Shri
Jaswant Singh, was occupied by Shri L.K. Advani at that point of
time. | am occupying almost the same seat, with a little
difference. The seat next to me, on my rightside, was occupied
by Shri Kamalapati Tripathi, instead of Dr. Manmohan Singh.
The House discussed and recommended to the Government the
setting up of a Commission of Inquiry to look into the allegations
and counter-allegations against the then Prime Minister and the
then Deputy Prime Minister. As the Leader of the House and
representative of the Government. Shri L.K. Advani said, "Sorry,
gentleman, | can't accept these recommendations, because the
law of the land, the Commission of Inquiries Act, provides that
only the Lok Sabha, in respect of the Union Government, and
the Vidhan Sabha, in respect of the State Governments, is
competent to make a recommendation to this effect." We were
unhappy. We felt sorry.
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We thought that we didn't have that power. What could we do?
But, perhaps, history took a full circle. After twenty one years, the
same Shri L.K. Advani--l don't know whether wittingly or
unwittingly-vested that power in this very House itself, when he
decided to set up a-second Commission of inquiry to look into
the Delhi riots of 1984. Just one year ago, Sir, you will recolect
that on the floor of this very House, while replying to a Starred
Question, Mr. L.K. Advani, the current Home Minister, expanded
the scope of the debate and sought the opinion of the Leader of
the Opposition whether a second Commission of Inquiry could
be set up to look into the causes of the Delhi riots. The right
which he denied to this House in 1978, gave that right in 1999.
The point that | am trying to drive at is that this way the House
functioned. Therefore, we wanted to have a discussion where
not only the Members of the House would express their views
but their views should also get reflected in the form of voting.
And that Rule 170 is the only provision which permits this House
to express its opinion, to materialise that opinion in terms of
voting, whether it will be mandatory to the Government or not is
a totally different issue. After all, dissension is a part of
democracy. Disagreement does not mean disrespect. tf this
House disagrees with certain statements, certain observations of
the Prime Minister, one need not necessarily conclude that this
House is expressing its disrespect to the Prime Minister. That is
not the intention. When both Houses were created, when
bicameralism was being introduced, this point was debated and
somebody pointed out, one of the very famous constitutional
experts, Abbe Syees, said, "If the second House dissents with
the first House, then it is mischievous and if it agrees with the
first House, then it is superfluous." But we have proved in the
last 48 years that neither we are superfluous nor we are
mischievous; we have made our own contribution. Having said
that, now 1 come to the substantive part of the Motion. Sir, 1 am
referring to the statements of the Prime Minister which appeared
in a large number of dailies. He made certain statements. | have
got the cuttings of the newspapers with me because if somebody
challenges, then | can point out to him. It was reported in all the
national dailies, regional dailies and Hindi dailies. Three
important elements of the Prime Minister's statement were there.
One element was that all the three Ministers, Mr. L.K. Advani, Dr.
M.M. Joshi and Sushri Uma Bhartiji, are innocent. The headlines
of the newspapers were "Prime Minister gives clean chit". That is
one ingredient of the Prime Minister's observation. The second
ingredient of the Prime Minister's observation was that the
offences of these Ministers are different from other offences.
The third ingredient of
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the Prime Minister's statement was that the construction of the
temple is the culmination of the national sentiment and therefore,
it will have to be constructed, the construction of the temple is a
national sentiment. Now when the Prime Minister of the country
makes a statement and gives clean chit to three of his Cabinet
colleagues, who were accused in a case. Sir, | have no intention
of going into the merits of the case, the merits of the
chargesheets because that is the job of the court -- neither | am
a lawyer, and patrticularly in this House when | look around Mr.
Nariman, Mr. A»run Jaitley, Mr. Singhvi, Mr. Kapil Sibal and Mr.
Bhardwaj, surely, | would .not like to enter into a legal battle-- but
as a simple common man, it comes to my mind that when the
Prime Minister makes a statement like this, surety his
observation must be based on certain facts.

What are the facts? On the other hand, certain facts are
known tous. It is a fact that Mr. L. K. Advani undertook a Rath
Yatra from Somnath to Ayodhya to whip up the sentiments of a
community for the construction of the Ram temple. If | remember
correctly, and | am subject to correction. Sir, this fact is also
known to us that in one of his observations in his public address
at Panchvati, he stated that construction of the temple at the site
which is called disputed site where Babri Masjid was there till 5th
of December. 1992 and after 6th December it is no longer there,
that construction of the temple is the desire of certain
organisations he referred to. We are aware of this fact. We are
aware of the fact that when the demolotion was going on, then a
telephone call went from Mr. Advani to the then Chief Minister,
Mr. Kalyan Singh that he should not resign till the process of
demolition is complete. We are aware of the fad that the kar
sewaks were asked to block the road so that the Central Para-
MHilary Forces cannot reach the place. | am not referring to the
charge-sheet, facts mentioned in the charge sheet. That is for
the court, the magistrate to judge whether those facts are
corroborated by evidence, and what conclusion he will come to.
But these facts are known to all of us. The fact is also known to
us...(Interruptions)

SHRI BALBIR K. PUNJ (Uttar Pradesh): Facts were not
known to us. (Interruptions). Facts were not known to all of
us. (Interruptions).

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE : You will get enough time
to rebut all my points because we have decided
...(interruptions)... No, | am just talking on my own behalf, not on
anybody's behalf. | am simply talking on my own behalf, on
behalf of my party and some of my colleagues from this side.
Surely, | do not have the competence to represent that side and
l am
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totally incompetent and Mr. Chairman, Sir | accept my inability,
,incompetence, inadequacy to represent that section. | am not
going to that aspect. What | am trying to point out is that on the
basis of which facts tile Prime Minister came to his conclusion. 1
would be too happy to know which facts led the Prime Minister to
come to the conclusion that his Cabinet colleagues are not guilty.
| understand, | am not a lawyer but | understand that it is the job
of the court to declare somebody guilty or not guilty. Of course,
as an accused, if | am produced before the court, | will claim that
| am not guilty. But how the Prime Minister of a country can
declare somebody as not guilty? This is my question. This is a
puzzling question to me. | am unable to understand, and the
Prime Minister is not only a political leader, leader of the majority
party of the Government in the House of people, but the Prime
Minister is the administrative head of this Government. Prime
Minister is the Chief Executive of the Union Government. And
what is CBI? CBI is not an organisation of a different planet or of
the United States of America or Russia. CBI is an investigating
agency of the Government of India, and as per the allocation of
business, each Minister has to look into certain departments or
Ministries, and here in this case, if my information is not wrong,
Prime Minister is the Minister in charge of the CBI. CBI has filed
a charge-sheet. Good, bad, indifferent; | am not going into the
merit of it. But CBI has filed a charge-sheet against somebody.
The court may say, 'charge sheet is bogus, totally unacceptable
to us.'" But can the Minister in charge, can the person who is
answerable to this House and to the other House for each and
every action of CBI, certify that the charges levelled by CBI have
no relevance and "my Cabinet colleagues are totally innocent"?
Can the hon. Prime Minister take this position? Can the hon.
Prime Minister assume the role of presiding over the issue,
which is, ultimately, to be decided by the court? My simple
guestion to the hon. Prime Minister, is this. Mr. Prime Minister
please let us know on what basis you arrived at the conclusion
that three of your Cabinet colleagues are innocent, not guilty,
and why you gave them a clean chit?

My second question to the hon. Prime Minister is this.
And, again, Sir, | am not a lawyer. The legal luminaries will
explain this. But | would like to know this as a common man. Is
there any distinction in the IPC in regard to the offences
committed by an ordinary man and a privileged man, and simply
because the offences are committed by a privileged person, the
nature of crime changes? Is there any distinction? What are
those sections of the IPC under which these three Ministers are
accused? They are accused under rioting, unlawful assembly
and inciting people against some
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other community. Sir, a host of charges have been framed
against these individuals, and we read from the statement of the
hon. Prime Minister that these are all different cases! These are
different from one Minister of State — a junior Minister of the
Union Cabinet -- with others. Of course, it is different because in
that case the offences are committed by a junior party
functionary, and in other areas the offences are committed by a
political heavy weight. If that is the distinction, fine. Tell the
people that this is- the distinction. | would have no objection if
the hon. Prime Minister, as the leader of the BJP, had said, "my
people are innocent." My objection is: Can he afford, as the hon.
Prime Minister of the country, to give a certificate of clean chit to
three of his charge sheeted Ministers? Now, the Government
has a way, if the Government wants to find.

We heard another argument. It is a very interesting
argument. It is this. They are elected. They got the mandate of
the electorate. They are accepted by the people as their
Ministers and therefore, the offences are no longer relevant. |
know what kind of psychology works. Because, in 1977, we
found that, when there was a change in the Government, certain
persons, who were accused in certain cases, the Government
moved the court by submitting, "look, we have received a
mandate, the gentleman concerned received a mandate, and
therefore, the Government is not interested in carrying on with
these cases." You could have done that. | think, there is a
provision in the normal legal jurisprudence. Had you done that
you would have been justified or unjustified, or whatever it may
be. But there would have been a rationality. But, here, the
persons are under prosecution, allegations are there and, as the
head of the CBI, you are denigrating your own agency, and do
you expect that the CBI will put its mind to pursue the case to its
logical conclusion? Is it possible? This is the question | would
like to know. What are the differences between the offences,
and whether the sections of the IPC are equally applicable to an
ordinary offender and to an offender who assumes a very high
political profile.

The third aspect on which | would like to have the
clarification from the hon. Prime Minister, and, | do hope that
some body from the Government side or from the other side will
explain, is this. He is talking of the national sentiment. The
materialisation of the temple and the construction of the temple
is the culmination of the national sentiment. Where is this
national sentiment? | would like to know from the Prime Minister
that if it was the national sentiment, why did you not put it in
your
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National Democratic Alliance's Agenda? Why did you not put it?
It would have been fair. But you did not mention it there. And
this has to be kept in mind, Sir, that, for the first time, in
contemporary history, after 1977, a pre-elect oral alliance was
formulated. The BJP and certain other political parties
assembled together. This type of combination can take place.
They worked out a common programme, that is, the National
Democratic Alliance's agenda. If | am not mistaken, there is no
mention of construction of the temple in the NDA agenda.
Therefore, you did not get the mandate for that -- whatever little
mandate you got. You did not have this mandate. People did not
vote for you in the 1999 Lok Sabha elections for construction of
temple. You did not go to the electorate that, "Give me vote, and
if | am elected to power, | will construct the temple”. You did not
mention it. After that, you are mentioning it. Is it fair? | do not
know what the other allies will do. It is their job. They are mature
politicians. They will take their decisions. But a question comes
from the common electorate, "You could have easily told us.
You did not tell us. Why did you hide it?" Where is the national
consensus? | was just looking around the political map of this
country? What | find was, in Bihar, there is a ruling party,
namely, the RJD. They are not supporting it. in three States --
West Bengal, Kerala and Tripura -- where the Left Front is the
ruling party, they also got the mandate like you. The electorate
is the same. They voted you for Parliament; they voted them for
State Assemblies. The electorate are the same. These
electorates have not come from the Mars or the Moon. The
electorate are the same. They voted them to power, to rule the
States. The ruling party of Bihar says, "No, we do not want it".
The Governments of three States, that is, Kerala, Tripura and
West Bengal, are also not sharing your view that this is a
national sentiment. Nine Congress Governments are also not
sharing your perception that the construction of the temple
should take place by demolishing the mosque at the disputed
area. | read in the newspapers that even the TDP Government
in Andhra Pradesh is not in agreement with you. The DMK
Government in Tamil Nadu is not in agreement with you. Where
is the national consensus? In Punjab, in Kashmir? | do not know
where is? Is it a Holy Roman Empire? Neither holy nor Roman!
What is the national consensus? Where is the national
consensus? With less than 30 per cent votes, can you construe
it is a national consensus? It may be your sentiment. It may be a
sentiment of a section of the Hindu community. It may be a
sentiment of the BJP. It may be a sentiment of some other
political party. But, surely, Mr. Chairman, Sir, it cannot be the
sentiment of the nation as a whole. | am afraid, it cannot
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be the sentiment of the nation as a whole, i read in the
newspaper interruptions)

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Sir, another point which
comes to my mind, and on which I would like to Seek clarification
also from the Prime Minister. The Prime Minister says -

why people raised this issue? We had no intention of
raising this issue, Mr. Prime Minister. | can assure the Prime
Minister, through you Sir, we did not have any intention to raise
this issue, but we were forced. We were forced because we read
in the newspapers that in the United States of America, while
addressing sadhus, the Prime Minister of the country said, ' yes',
| am interested. | want this. | am a swayamsevak. | am not only
the Prime Minister, | am a swayamsevak also." Yes, you can be
a swayamsevak. But when you have assumed the responsibility
of a Prime Minister, your priority should be to the job of a Prime
Minister, to the responsibility of a Prime Minister, Prime Minister
of not one party, but Prime Minister of one hundred crore people.
Therefore, we were worried when he said, "yes, if we had the
majority in Parliament, | would have done it. | would have
constructed the temple; | would have considered the Common
Civii Code.; | would have considered the deletion of Article 370"
which are not part of the National Agenda. That made us
worried. That is why the question is being raised repeatedly. If
you had not mentioned it in the NDA agenda, if you had kept it
aside, if day in and day out, some of
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the members of the Sangh Parivar had not shouted from house-
tops that "yes, construction of temple is there, we are going to
construct the temple, preparations are going on, stone-work is
going on"— newspapers are publishing the pictures, electronic
media is broadcasting this news and some sort of panic is being
created —it would not have happened. Therefore, it is not a
guestion whether a temple will be constructed or a mosque will
be constructed or a church will be constructed. Hundreds and
thousands of temples, mosques and churches can be
constructed. It is the job of those persons who are interested in
the construction of temples, churches or mosques. We are
concerned whether the secular fabric of this country is going to
last or not. We are concerned, Why are we disturbed? We are
disturbed when we hear day in and day out that we are going to
have one nation, one culture, one people; it reminds us, Mr.
Chairman, Sir, of the slogan which was made in the third decade
of the last century, Therefore, we are worried over it when an
important member of this ruling cligue says that women are to
go back to the kitchen. This type of cultural assault which is
taking place in the name of uniformity; we are really worried. We
are seriously concerned because we do believe that this is a
multinational country, multi-lingual country, multi-religious
country, multiethnic country. And any attempt to bring about
some sort of uniformity is totally unacceptable to us.
Interruptions) | would not have objected to it. So many things are
being said by certain people. | am not worried over it. | could
have completely ignored if it was said by a VHP leader or by
somebody else. But | am concerned.. (Interruptions) when Prime
Minister, Mr. Atal Bihari Vajpayee, does not raise his voice and
acquiesces with this type of observation, | am really worried. | do
not know whether the moderate image, liberal image, which he
is having, whether it is a mukhota or not. Some of his own
colleagues said, it was a mukhota. But | want to believe this
mukhota and | will appeal to him, through you, Sir, that for god's
sake, do not take out this mukhota. Keep putting on this
mukhota because, after all, it is a visible face. We can look at it.
Otherwise, the face which would emerge out of the statements -
| am not going to refer those aspects, because others will be
doing it- will be different. Therefore, Sir, my respectful
submission to him through you would be that we are not at fault.
| started my observation by saying that | did not want to score
any point. | do not want to tom-tom that we won the battle, but
we want that a message must go from this House and from the
other House to the people of this country that "no we are not
going to compromise on the very basic foundations of our
secularism." Sir, when we enter into Chamber, we
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feel elated when we read all the Sanskrit quotations, because
none of them is sectoral, none of them is communal; they talk of
universal brotherhood; they talk of universal humanity, they talk
of broad unity amongst all sections of mankind. Sir, at a time
when we are passing through a very difficult situation, how the
Prime Minister of a country can afford to make certain
statements which have completely divided the society, which
have completely divided the community? My anguish is because
of that. It is not a question of your winning a battle there or your
getting a majority here or your losing your majority somewhere
else; it is not that. The important question is that, in this process,
of re-buiiding the country, we must proceed. Sir, we have
umpteen number of problems. Is construction of a temple that
big a problem? Is whipping up the communal sentiment of a
particular community that important that it should receive priority
over many other things? But, unfortunately, it happened like that.
Therefore, my respectful submission to the Prime Minister and to
the Treasury Benches would be -- yes; you are in power; you
have a majority in the other House which is the real House; we
know that we cannot unseat you; we cannot make and un-make
the Government -- for God's sake, please listen to us; please
moderate your temper; please restrain your people. I am not
going to refer to any issue because Mr. Sanjay Nirupam and
others will not allow me to finish, to complete that. What type of
message are we going to convey to the people of the country
when such types of provocative statements are coming day in
and day out? Mr. Prime Minister, you are heading a coalition; all
of them are part of it. Therefore, it is your responsibility, however
onerous and difficult it may be, whatsoever constraints you may
have to face to control these; this is the responsibility attached to
the office, and so long as you hold this office, | am afraid, Mr,
Chairman, Sir, the Prime Minister cannot afford to shirk his
responsibility. With these words, | commend this Motion for
adoption by this House, Thank you, Mr. Chairman, for giving me
this opportunity.

country and | admit it. Secondly, Sir, | have utmost respect for
Shri Pranab Mukherjee and Dr, Manmohan Singh. Both of them
have the expertise and the experience.

Madam, each section should feel,
through experience, that they are equal in India; that they are
given equal opportunities in India; they are not subordinate; they
are not underprivileged. They are all equal, and equal
opportunities should be provided to all. Unless it comes from
experience, from the heart, It would be very, very difficult to
strengthen the unity#of the people. Madam, there is one other
important aspect. In a multi-religious society, disputes and
differences are bound to happen amongst different communities.
How these differences and disputes should be resolved, is also
equally important to ensure equality and equal opportunities to
all religions. Should we allow the exercise of brutal physical
forces to settle disputes or should we adopt the civilised
constitutional means? Madam, we all who believe in democracy
stand for the civilised, constitutional, means to settle disputes.
Madam, the Babri Masjid was demolished using brute physical
force. What message has gone to the entire country? What
message has gone to the entire world? The places of worship of
minorities, in India, are at the mercy of extremists, the communal
section among the majority community. They are not protected.
The disputes are not' resolved in a civilized manner. The Babri
Masjid was demolished. But the Prime Minister is speaking only
on one aspect. The Prime Minister said in his reported
statement-- i am quoting from the 'Hindu' dated 7th December,
2000, "The demand for the building of a Ram Temple was the
expression of nationalist feelings. What is of significance is how
the temple should be constructed, he added". He hat. not
mentioned about the mosque. He is only concerned how the
Ram
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Temple can be constructed. Madam, will this strengthen the
unity of this country? Madam, the RSS, the BJP, .the Vishwa
Hindu Parishad and the Bajrang Dal are making sectarian
interpretation of Hindu culture. They are also trying to impose
this sectarian interpretation not only on the minorities, but also
on the majority of Hindu believers. They are depicting 'tolerance
is cowardice'. They are saying 'vindictiveness is a virtue'. The
Chief of the Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh, Shri Sudarshan, is
asking the minorities that they should accept the Hindu ancestry
and they should Indianise themselves. (Interruptions)

What
does Section 153(A) say. It says, "Promoting enmity between
different groups on ground of religion and race, and doing acts
prejudicial to the maintenance of harmony". Then subsection 2
says, "Whoever does an offence specified under sub-sect ion (1)
in any place of worship or in any assembly engaged in the
performance of religious worship or religious ceremony shall be
punished with imprisonment which may extend to five years and
shall also be fined". Can anybody say that those who
demolished the Babri Mosque - | do not say that you did it -
committed a political offence under Section 153(A) wherein the
Indian Penal Code says that they can be punished? How do you
say that the commission of this offence is part of a political
movement? Tomorrow you will go on a movement in any part of
the State and kill people and say that there is no offence of
murder because it was a political movement. We would like to
know the nation would like to know how the hon. Minister of this
Government can say, how the hon. Prime Minister can say that
what was done and what was committed was a political offence.
What is the motive behind it? The motive is clear. You are trying
to tell the court that 'we believe that our leaders committed no
offence*.

This is No.4. No.5 is, the Court can only decide the question.of
title. It cannot decide whether a temple existed at the site or not.
This is a matter of faith. This is their fifth principle. And the last
principle is, accept Advani's defence now; exonerate him before
trial because some affidavits are there, some newspaper reports
are there. So, exonerate him and say, "He is innocent." These are
their six principles of civilised jurisprudence on which they go. Now,
the question is: Why are we worried for the statements that you
have made?(There is a reason, apart from the delays, We are
worried, because, while you say all this here, work is going on at
the site for construction of the temple.

We will be watching
everything. We have full confidence in Mr. Vajpayeeji. He will do
justice. The moment he disobeys us..interruptions)... | don't think
he will disobey us. By going through the distorted version of the
Prime Minister in the Press, you are making a hue and cry. We
are also concerned with the statement of the Prime Minister of
India. Mr. Vajpayee has said categorically in the Lok Sabha, "We
stick to the NDA Agenda." This is what we are concerned with.
But the Congress Party is trying to instigate the people. You
have already hurt the feelings of the Muslims in India. You have
no locus standi to instigate them further. We are ready to make
friendship with open enemies, but not with hidden enemies. We
will make friendship with the people if they are good to us. If they
have enmity with us, we will also show enmity to them.

It says, "Creating
enmity between two communities." For that, a criminal need not
be present at the scene of occurrence. Simply by staying in the
house and by giving a green signal from the post of the Prime
Ministership to somebody to demolish it, he can do it. Section
153 will apply to the then Prime Minister, Shri Narasimha Rao.
You may hold a different opinion. But, during my four years of
tenure, | have come to this conclusion that the Left Parties have
got some secular atmosphere. They have got some secular
commitments. But their only mistake is that they are supporting
the Congress. The Left Parties may put this question to us. Why
are you supporting the B.J.P.? We have controlled them through
Chandrababu Naidu. We have got a remote control. Mr,
Chandrababu Naidu is there, Ms. Mamata Banerjee is there, the
D.M.K. party is there. We have the Common Agenda. The Prime
Minister has said in the Lok Sabha that he will stick to the NDA
agenda. We need not be afraid of anybody. We are self-
sufficient. The moment they say goodbye to us, we will say
goodbye to them.

SHRI P. N. SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Thank you, Mr. Vice-
Chairman, Sir. Making use of this opportunity, while participating
in the debate on the Motion moved by Shri Pranab Mukherjee, |
would like to express the views on behalf of my party, the DMK.
Sir, | have always been proud of being a DMK man. A few days
back, when | was walking along the corridors of our Parliament,
a senior leader from the Congress Party came across and we
were talking in a friendly manner. He praised our Leader and our
Party highly and he recollected one version of Mrs. Indira
Gandhi. The DMK people, whether they are friends or in the
Opposition, they are always true and sincere. They can never be
doubted. This is not the version of the Congress people alone.
All the political parties have got the same feeling. Sir, our
movement was started way back in 1916 to uplift the backward
class people, the downtrodden; rather, in the words of Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar, the oppressed, the suppressed and the
depressed classes of the society and the minorities. Our party,
the DMK which blossomed in 1949 has been consistent in its
ideologies, has got a remarkable past and a tremendous track
record. Mr. Vice-Chairman Sir, through you, | would like to say
that we have got scars all over the body. Mr. Vice-Chairman,
through you, | would like to say that we have got scars all over
our body which were borne by us during our fight against racism,
communalism, casteism, imperialism and fascism, to preserve
secularism intact, under the stewardship of our esteemed leader
and living legend of secularism, Kalaignar Dr." Karunanidhi. We
say what we do and we do what we say. In the words of
Kalaignar Dr. Karunanidhi, "Secularism is not a caption of
opportunism. It is running in our blood stream. It is down to the
marrow of our bones." When it was once considered to be the
pride and prestige to have the community hames as surnames
to identify the community in our place, it was our movement
which fought against it and put a fullstop to establish a casteless
society in a democratic way. Much has been articulated here
about secularism, the meaning of which is misconceived by
many as 'No religion'. The Chambers Dictionary defines
'secularism' as, "Not concerned with religion, not bound by
monastic rules." What the Oxford Dictionary says about
secularism is, "Not subject to or bound by religious rules." Above
all, the first Prime Minister of independent India, the great leader,
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, who has brought to realities many
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dreams and philosophies has defined. There could be only one
proper translation for secularism. That is, there shall be no State
religion, and the State shall not discriminate against any religion.
This is what Pandit Nehru had said, and the DMK has not only
incorporated the word 'secularism' in its party's constitution, but
we follow it in action. In spirit and action, we are always the
same. We have never been hypocrats.

Madam, | would like to say something about our State,
Tamil Nadu. We have accommodated all philosophies, not now.
Even 2000 years ago, Jainism had its base in Tamil Nadu;
Buddhism, Vaishnavites, Saivates, Christianism, Islam, etc.,
whoever came there was accommodated in Tamil Nadu
because we have a broad mind to accept any philosophy or any
faith.

The Preamble of our Constitution says, "We, the people
of India, having solemnly resolved to constitute India into a
SOVEREIGN SOCIALIST SECULAR DEMOCRATIC
REPUBLIC..." No one, | can challenge, can say in this country
that he is non-secular. If anybody says, it is the violation of our
Constitution. But, it should not be only in word, but it should be in
spirit and action as well. That is what | said. Even during those
days when blood streams were flowing at Navkali and in other
parts of India, brotherhood was maintained between Muslims
and Hindus in Tamil Nadu. Even now you can come and see
Hindus marching to the Church of Velankanni Madha, and from
there they go to the Darga at Nagore, arxi Hindus visiting
Muslims during the Ramzan period and Muslims coming to
Hindus' houses during Pongal and Deepavali, celebrating
Christmas and all that. And, to add further, | would like to say
one thing. Recently, in September, during the Vinayaka
Chathurthi, when a procession was taken out, the Hindu
processionists were carrying idols to perform some rituals at
Pollachi in Coimbatore District, at one of the junctions, some
Muslim youngsters were waiting. Many people were surprised
why they were standing in the way of a Hindu procession. You
know what had happened? The Muslim youngsters stopped the
procession and offered sharbaf to the processionists and
hugged them and said, 'We are with you.' That sort of a healthy
spirit you can see in Tamil Nadu. We are running the
Government there. What sort of Government? . The Minorities
Commission is headed by a Christian. We have established one
Urdu Academy to fulfil the long-felt demand of the Muslims, and
the Hindu Religious and Charitable endowment Board is looking
after the Hindu temples. So, we are right in the spirit. We are not
against any religion. We are not against this or that community.
Why am | saying all this? The DMK Party is part of the NDA
which is running the Government at the Centre. Sir, | would like
to recall, when the
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election manifesto was drafted during the elections, our
Parliamentary party leader, the present Commerce Minister, Shri
Murasoli Maran, was one of those who drafted the agenda. In it,
it has very dearly been said, "The NDA came into being because
of a historic need and realisation amongst us, where our young
demaocracy cannot bear the fits and tremors of frequent elections,
which will undermine the people's faith in the democratic
process. Therefore, with a consensus on a common cause, and
a common set of principles, we have sunk our differences to
ourselves into a solid, phalanx of a single dominant political
formation, and thereby we fulfil the resolve of Indian people to
give them a stable, strong and progressive Government." We did
not stop with that, Sir. What are the apprehensions which have
been floated now? Eyebrows are being raised. In the same
manifesto, we have said, "We will reach out to the minorities
even at the cost of repitition and proclaim that we will safeguard
the rights, as enshrined in our Constitution. The NDA is the
political arm of none other than the Indian people as a whole.
Fairness and justice win be rendered to one and all, and we
assure that there will be no discrimination. We appeal to our
brothers and sisters of the minorities that we wholeheartedly
extend our hands of friendship in these fraternal words. Let us
hold hands and walk together to build a resurgent modem India."
Then, why all this is happening? | have to recollect, people have
started suspecting performance of the NDA Government. No, we
are still in accordance with this NDA manifesto. And we will stick
to it. The Prime Minister has reaffirmed it once again. Let us
throw away our old prejudices. Let us put an end to divisiveness.
Let us have a moratorium on contentious issues. Let us bind
ourselves with bonds of trust and friendship. What is the doubt
you are having? What is the apprehension which has developed
now? On what basis? The NDA is a union. This Government is a
coalition Government. Sir, we would like to recall our Prime
Minister's trip to Lahore. Was it not a historic step? Has anybody
done that earlier? He went to Lahore. He signed a pact with
Nawaz Sharief. He addressed the people of Pakistan. Moreover,
he did what none had done before. He visited the Minar-e-
Pakistan, A landmark which had been established to commorate
the day way back in 1940 when a declaration was passed that a
separate Muslim country was needed. He was one the top of
Minar-e-Pakistan, and announced to the people of Pakistan, "We
shall have nothing more but peace which should last for ever.
Not only that, a strong and stable Pakistan is in India's interest."
No leader has ever dared to say that. He ironed out the
differences between the two countries. All this has been
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done by our hon. Prime Minister, Atalj. We are going ahead
under his stewardship. Nobody, who has ruled during the past
45 years, has ever attempted to do this. 1 am bound to say that
when you are accusing our Prime Minister, when you are
suspecting our Government, when you are trying to demoralise
the alliance parties, we have to recall at least something what
we have done. We have done something genuine. The country
Is on a progressive path. India is going up economically. In
foreign relations, India is establishing itself, i have to stand by
my views. | am a partner of this Government. | am a partner in
NDA. Interruptions) Yes, of course, | am speaking the truth. So,
| need not agitate. Interruptions)

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI MD. SALIM): You please
address the Chair.

SHRI P.N. SIVA: Sir, they always play this game of
distracting. But they cannot. Way back in 1978, when our Prime
Minister was the External Affairs Minister, after visiting the UNO,
he addressed many seminars. He addressed many universities.
In one such address, he mentioned, 'More important to me are
the dignity and demands of the common man. Our success and
failure should be Judged by one yardstick. Whether we are
working towards social justice and dignity for alt people, indeed
every man, woman and child, not anybody in particular." Why |
am saying all these things is, people may think why the DMK
Party is like this. | would like to say that we have never
compromised on our ideologies either to get power or to retain
power. You may recall, way back in 1975, during the
Emergency, we were in an alliance with the Congress Party. We
were then the ruling party in Tamil Nadu. Had we nodded, had
we succumbed, had we yielded to the temptation, our
Government could have survived. But, having raised our voice
for democracy, we had to undergo strenuous days, my leader
boldly passed a Resolution on 27th June, as soon as the
Emergency was imposed in the country. What was the
Resolution? "Revoke the Emergency. Restore democracy.
Release the political prisoners." That was the Resolution passed
by our leader. Do you know what price we had paid for it? Our
leader lost his Chief Ministership. We were forced to take up to
the streets. About 500 people were imprisoned in the dark cells
of the Tamil Nadu prisons. Our Commerce Minister, Shri
Murasoli Maran, our Environment Minister, Shri T.R. Baalu were
arrested under the MtSA. Our young leader, Shri Stalin, was
beaten up. | was a student of .21 years then; | was detained for
one full year. We had tost two precious lives. Our leaders were
griled. We tost everything. We tost so many things. But we
never steped down. We never compromised on our ideology.
That is the
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DMK Party. We had never betrayed our friends. If any deviation
is there, we will be the first person to talk against it. We never
stand in favour of it. We never deviate from our viewpoint. |
would like to quote here what Mrs. Indira Gandhi had said about
the DMK Party. " The DMK Party when it is a friend, will be a
loyal friend. It will never betray or let down. When in the
Opposition, they will oppose us tooth and nail. They will never
yield to us." That is what Mrs. Indira Gandhi had said. We
consider it as a certificate given to our party. 1 would like to
emphasise that the DMK Party, under the stewardship of our
leader, is a secular party which is sincere in friendship. It is
always sincere in its service and motive. We will not be in a
place where there is a bad odour of communalism. Our leader
has reiterated, we will not be in a place where there is
communalism. So, the NDA Government, under the stewardship
of our hon. Prime Minister, Shri Atal Bhari Vajpayee, has
reaffirmed its faith in the NDA manifesto. Therefore, we express
our solidarity with this Government. We always stick to our point.
We never go back, if at all | have to say something, | have to
recall everything. Members who have moved this Motion.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI MD. SALIM): You don't
have the time to say everything. You have to conclude.

SHRI V.P. DURAISAMY (Tamil Nadu): He is coming to
secularism.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI MD. SALIM): Time is the
guestion.

SHRI P.N. SIVA: 1 will conclude. We are expressing our
solidarity with the NDA Government. In the meeting convened
on 10th December, 2000, the NDA Government made it dear,
"We believe that all parties to the dispute, and every political
party in the country, whose constitution, its preamble, aim and
objects commits to uphold the Constitution of India, must accept
the verdict of the Supreme Court. The status quo must be
maintained until the Supreme Court delivers its verdict. The NDA
reiterates its unambiguous stand to the protection and promotion
of secularism. It remains unreservedly committed to implement
its national agenda, without any deviation." What more you
need? Just to achieve political ends, just to get political mileage,
you are indulging in these things. Was it fair to stall the
proceedings of the House for more than ten days? You have
stopped the passing of Bills. Please think of the people at large,
the poor people; what about their future?

As Shrimati Sushma Swaraj has pointed out here, they
are making an issue out of a non-issue. What | would like to say
is, the DMK Party, which Is always a formidable fortress for the
minorities, which has always
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been a protective shield for the minorities still reiterates this
point that we are always for the downtrodden people, the
minorities and the backward people. We will never go back on
that commitment. And this N.D.A. Government, in which we are
a partner, stands by the same. | have emphasised this point
earlier also. Our leader has also declared it on various platforms
in Tamil Nadu that wherever there is communalism, the D.M.K.
won't be there. But since we are here, communalism has not
cropped up. Our Prime Minister, who is a man of integrity, has
reassured again and again that the N.D.A. still sticks to its own
agenda. So, we express our solidarity with this Government,
and it is my duty to oppose the Motion, moved by the Opposition
parties.

SHRI J. CHITHARANJAN {Kerala): Mr. Vice-Chairman,

Sir, I rise to
support this Motion. Sir, during the discussion, it seems that the
B.J.P. friends seem to be very allergic about this. Of course, |
can understand that. Some of them have been saying that this is
a non-issue, and why should it be discussed? Some of them
have been saying that this is about an incident which had
occurred eight years ago, and this is high time that it was
forgotten. There is no need of mentioning about it. Let us
concentrate on development and some other issues. Such
arguments are being advanced by them. But no one denies the
fact that on 6th December, "1992, the Babri Masjid, a religious
institution, which had been in existence for 500 years, was
demolished. It was a heinous crime, a dtaboiica! crime, and who
had committed it? We know the people who have been
campaigning, carrying on a campaign throughout India under
various names, and finally, in the name of rath yatra. What was
the campaign that was carried on? They had been trying to
create an impression that this mosque, which had been there for
400 odd years, was a monument of shame to the Hindus in this
country. That was what was toeing propagated, and they had
also propagated that the place where this mosque exists, a Ram
temple would have to be constructed. No one can deny this
thing. This is a fact. As a result of that, the leaders themselves
agreed that they had called their ranks to come to Ayodhya on
that day as kar sevaks. What for these kar sevaks had to come
and what was the result of this campaign? The result was that
this mosque was demolished. As soon as it was demolished, a
make-shift temple was also constructed in its place. Now, who
owns the responsibility for committing this diabolical act of
demolishing the Babri Masjid, an action which was against our
Constitution, which was against our secular foundation, which
was against the spirit of tolerance and which was against the
democratic principles? That was an
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incident which had created wounds in the hearts and minds of
not only the Muslims who happen to be a minority community,
but also in the minds of many secular-minded people of this
country. | certainly say, even majority of the Hindus, who are not
religious fundamentalist, even now, they also say that this was a
heinous crime. Therefore, all those people think that the culprits
should be found out; they should be punished~noHn the manner
as those people had behaved in Ayodhya. But they should be
punished according to the law. Eight years have passed but the
case is moving at a very slow pace. The charge-sheet has been
submitted by the CBI. Some time has passed even after its
submission. Yet, the case is not progressing. It is a fact that
three Ministers in the Cabinet have been charge-sheeted. What
is their conduct? | don't say that they have committed this
offence or that offence, but a charge-sheet Is submitted. Are
they cooperating with the Court so that the case can be
proceeded as early as possible? | don't think so. Anyhow, there
is a fear amongst the people, if the persons against whom the
charge-sheets have been filed, hold high posts in Government,
including the Home Ministry—one cannot blame the people for
thinking so—that there is every possibility of manoeuvring to
prevent the case from proceeding at a high speed. They may
follow foul practices. That is why, since independence, a
convention has been adopted that if a charge-sheet is filed
against a Minister, he should have to resign, whether he is in the
Centre or in a State. That has been followed all along. Even in
the two Governments, formed and headed by Mr. Vajpayee,
there were several Ministers who had to resign In the course of
proceedings, while his Government was in power. Even in this
Government, Mr. Pathak had to resign. And our Sushma
Swarajji says that these are two different persons! Of course,
there may be a difference in their stature or in their rank.
...(interruptions)...

AN HON. MEMBER: They are non-comparable.

SHRI J. CHITHARANJAN: Non-comparable? How is it
possible? A person who is holding a high office and a person
who is holding an ordinary post, both are same before the eyes
of the law. At the same time, they say that say stand for
strengthening the democracy. Sir, a convention that has been
followed for a pretty long time is that all those who are interested
in strengthening the democracy and the healthy democratic
conventions, will demand that such persons should step down
from their offices. Normally, it is the personal responsibility of the
people who are chargesheeted, to step down from their offices.
If they don't do so, then, of course, the Prime Minister will have
to intervene. Sir, that is

why we say what the Prime Minister has said in this connection
is improper. What the Prime Minister has said is that these
people are innocent, that they have gone there for some other
purposes! Only to protect them! Therefore, it is improper on the
part of the Prime Minister to say that a person against whom a
charge-sheet is presented by the CBI, or by any other agency,
before a Court, is innocent. It should be left to the Court to
decide whether he is innocent or not, or whether he is partially
responsible or fully responsible, ft is the responsibility of the
Court. Before the Court processes the case, how can the Prime
Minister come forward and make such a statement? It is
improper. It is against all democratic norms. Then, he says that
this movement is a national movement; it is the national
sentiment; it is the national feeling; it is an unfinished movement
and, therefore, it will have to be fulfilled. It was an action which
has not so far been owned by any of the leaders who had
provoked the people, who he called on the people to assemble
at Ayodhya. Why don't they own the responsibility? They are not
owning the responsibility and, at the same time, they do
something. They want to gain benefit out of it. Now, what is the
point? Anyway, the mosque has been demolished. Now, Mr.
Advani himself came forward and said, during the discussion in
the Lok Sabha, that none of the parties including the Muslim
League had stated that a mosque should be built there. He had
gone a step further and said, "Is there anybody who dare say
that?". What does it mean? A person sitting in the chair of the
Home Minister of India says this. Is it proper? is it according to
the democratic traditions and conventions? That is what he had
said. Then, there is another thing.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI MD. SALIM): You have
to conclude now.

SHRI J. CHITHARANJAN: | will take just two minutes.

Sir. It has
been compared to the National Movement, the Freedom
Movement, of Mahatma Gandhi. It was a movement that they
themselves do not own and they say that it was done by a horde
of people whose identity was not known. Then, how can they
say that it was a movement that can be compared to the
Freedom Movement? Of course, people who have not
participated even for a single day in the Freedom Movement can
say so. Only people who participated in the Freedom Movement
know what was the Freedom Movement. Can this be compared
to any democratic movement? | will finish by saying one thing.
The statement made by the Prime Minister has emboldened the
hawks in the BJP, all the constituents of the Sangh Pariwar, and
they have begun to act in that way. Some incidents have
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taken place at Qutab Minar. Some other incidents have also
taken place at some other places. | don't have time to mention
all of them. The communal tension is increasing. They have
said that on 19th or 20th January, 2001, at the meeting of the
Sadhus, during the Kumbh Mela, they will decide the date on
which the construction of the temple should begin. it will not be
very long. But the date will not be declared openty. It will be kept
as a secret. Then comes another announcement that the stones
carved out for building the temple are being sent to Ayodhya on
lorries. They say that they are not being sent for a joke; they are
being sent to build the temple.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI MD. SALIM): You please
conclude.

SHRI J. CHITHARANJAN: Therefore, these things are
taking place. Again, things are moving towards a dangerous
situation. Of course, | can understand the feelings of the NDA
allies. They should ail understand that if such a thing takes
place, what will be the attitude of this Government. | don't have
any suspicion. They will remain silent in a way and, at the same
time, promote all the things. | say so on the basis of their
conduct in the past. That was what was done by the BJP
Ministry in UP. The whole thing had been done, after giving a
solemn assurance to the Supreme Court, to the Parliament, to
the then Prime Minister and to the National Development
Council. After giving a solemn assurance that nothing would
happen to the mosque, all these things had been done. Then,
they say, "We are not responsible”. Therefore, it is a very
strange logic, a very strange behaviour. No other party on earth
will behave like this. Let the allies of the NDA go along with
them. Let them be prepared to face the music when it happens.

SHRI NILOTPAL BASU: Madam Deputy Chairperson,
it is very unfortunate that at the fag end of the day questions are
still being raised and a lot of people have been making a
statement that the Rajya Sabha had lost the last ten days
because of the insistence of the Rajya Sabha on a discussion
under a particular rule which it was not entitled to. | was pained
when | found the Minister of Law, Mr. Arun Jaitley, also not
sparing
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us of the naivete that this was a sort of No-Confidence Motion. |
was more surprised when | heard one of our colleagues of this
House, who professes to be a constitutional expert, in a private
TV channel interview, even after the Chairman had accepted the
motion, admitted the motion, terming the whole discussion in the
Rajya Sabha as unconstitutional.

Madam Deputy Chairperson, to start with, | concentrate
on the statement of the Prime Minister that talks about the
national sentiments. All of us know that the Rajya Sabha, at some
point of time, is a representative body, a constitutionally assigned
body to represent all the elected State Assemblies of this country.
Therefore, if any body is eminently eligible to write and talk about
the national sentitments, it is the Rajya Sabha. To demand that
the constitutionally assigned body, which has a right to express
the national sentiments, should be denied an opportunity to
reflect on the kind of national sentiments that the Prime Minister
talks about, is something which is farther from the truth.
Therefore, it is our bounden duty to raise, to lay bare, the implicit
points that have been made by the Prime Minister by saying that
construction of the Ram Temple is the expression of the national
sentiments. Why | say this is, the construction of the Ram
Temple at the disputed site in Ayodhya, as espoused by my
friend, Mr. Sanjay Nirupam, consists of two steps, firstly, pulling
down the Babri Masjid and, secondly, completion of the
unfinished task, which the Prime Minister espouses. The other
day the Prime Minister was making a laboured explanation. He
was likening the construction of the Ram Temple to the
celebration of 40th Anniversary of Jain Mahavir and other religious
festivals or functions which the Government of India subscribes to.
I think no religion has taught us to bring down the religious places or
other places of any community. That can never be the national
sentiment. We all know as to what is the basis of the
pronouncements of the Prime Minister. How is the religious belief,
religious connotation attached to the national sentiments? We
know which are the people, which are the forces in the country
who subscribed to the two-nation theory and laid down this
principle that religious identity will be the basis of nationalism. |
think such a formulation of linking nationalism with religious identity
has only led to the vivisection of this country, not its unity.
Therefore, when the Prime Minister was speaking, the other day,
in the FICCI Auditorium that we must come out of this mandir-
masjid dispute and talk about the economic development, he
was making sense. But in the first place, if somebody has
violated the basic principle, it was the Prime Minister when he
came out of the National Agenda of Governance. Therefore,
when they charge us that without any
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rhyme or reason the Opposition has spoiled ten days of the
House, they should first look at themselves. Shri Siva was very
articulately reading and elaborating on the National Agenda of
Governance. Who dkj call the NDA meeting on Sunday? We do
not attend the NDA meetings. We came to know from the Press
tnat the parties which are the constituents of the NDA have said
that the statement of the Prime Minister has created 9
confusion. Now to attribute confusion that has taken place in the
country, which is articulated by parties like TDP, TMO and other
allies...ifnterruptiais).

SHRI C. RAMACHANDRAIAH (Andhra Pradesh): Not
the TDP. We
are not a member of the NDA. (Interruptions).

SHRI NILOTPAL BASU: Fair enough. That gives me the
moral right to ask for your vote to support this Motion,
interruptions). Madam, | don't wish to repeat what has already
been said In the House by so many Members from this side. But
I was really surprised at Sushmaji's argument. We know very
well as to what are the perceptions of different political parties
on different political developments in the country. Sushmaiji
knows very well as to what is the position of the Left on
Emergency. We have been asked, "Why do we observe 26th
June every year?" This day will be observed so long as the
people of this country are there to cherish democracy. Similarly,
6th December will be observed every year so long as people
cherish secularism and the rule of law in this country. This is a
fact which nobody can really evade. The basic question is that
the Government of the day in a Parliamentary system will have to
answer the question that they have to answer. Justifying their
action in terms of whatever mistakes were committed by other
parties in the past, will just do no good.

Therefore, | do not find here any defence in the manner
in which the whole question of expression of national sentiment
has been brought about. This is a sectarian issue which divides
the communities because the construction of Ram temple is
something which cannot be divorced from the question of the
destruction of Babri Masjid, interruptions). In the chargesheet
which has been referred to, time and again, a statement has
been attributed to the hon. Home Minister that 'we can go ahead
with the destruction because the court has ruled against the
construction of a temple, not against the destruction of the
mosque’. This statement is there. Sushmaji was so eloquently
arguing about the innocence of her Ministerial colleagues.
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Madam, photographs were printed and one Minister, who
was chargesheeted, was shown as perching on the shoulders of
another Minister, smiling away in euphoria, when the mosque was
coming down. And still they are saying that they were present at
the controversial site, on the momentous day of 6th December, to
protect the mosquel It is very difficult for us to digest this.
Madam, | totally respect the views expressed by Shri Siva, or, for
that matter, by Shri Saifullah, or what is going to be spoken to by
Shri Ramachandraiah or by the Members of the other secular
parties, including the Akali Dal. But the point is, the Babri Masjid
demolition, which is a part of the Ram temple construction at the
disputed site, can never be an expression of national sentiment,
and the defence of that statement cannot be a secular act. We
appreciate their statements outside. We appreciate their resolve
to defend secularism In this country. But defence of secularism
and agreeing with the statement of the Prime Minister cannot go
hand in hand. | appeal to them to vote on the basis of their
conscience. Or, if they think that that statement strengthens
secularism, that the statement strengthens the National Agenda of
Governance, then let them go ahead and vote against the
Motion. But they have to vote on the basis* of their conscience
and be truthful to their principles.
