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Capital investment by Oil companies in foreign countries

SHRI RAJ MOHINDER SINGH MAJITHA :tt Will the Minister of
PETROLEUM AND NATURAL GAS be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that Government oil companies are making capital investment in
construction of basic facilities in other countries;

(b) if so, the names of such companies whose proposals to make capital investment in
different countries are under consideration till now, the details of amount involved and the
names of such countries; and

(c) the estimated percentage of profit from this capital investment?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF PETROLEUM AND NATURAL
GAS (SHRIDINSHA J. PATEL): (a) to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c) Yes, Sir. In an effort for securing Energy Security through investment in oil
equity abroad, Oil Sector Public Sector Undertakings (PSUs) viz, Oil & Natural Gas
Corporation-Videsh Limited (OVL), Oil India Limited, Indian Oil Corporation Ltd., Bharat
Petroleum Corporation Ltd., Gas Authority of India Limited and Hindustan Petroleum
Corporation Limited have acquired exploration and production (E&P) assets in twenty
three countries including Australia, Brazil, Colombia, Cuba, Egypt, Gabon, Iran, Iraq, Libya,
Myanmar, Nigeria-Sao-Principe JDA, Nigeria, Oman, Qatar, Russia, Sudan, Syria, Timor &
Australia Vietnam, Yemen and Venezuela. Out of the above investments, production has
already started in six projects in Vietnam, Sudan, Russia, Syria and Colombia.

As regards proposals for capital investments, Oil DPSUs enter into confidentiality
agreement with foreign companies/countries regarding their proposed investments;
consideration of such proposals is continuous process. Generally Oil CPSUs ensure that
their investments give an internal Rate of Return (IRR) of more than 10%.
