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Minister because she has justified her name 'Mamta', which means affection,
by infusing into the railway system a pro-poor, pro-old, pro-sick and a pro-
child policy. But I wonder how she and the entire hierarchy of railway
officials, especially, the officers at the higher level, have closed their eyes to a
very pathetic sight which one comes across every day in every train
everywhere in the country. Whenever a train stops at a particular station,
young boys in the age group of 8 to 12 would enter the compartments -- the
very dresses they wear, torn pants and bare-chested, and their appearance
would show how destitute they are - and they would kneel down, or even lie
down and sweep the floor by their hands. Sometimes, they are refused, and
they are even beaten up or slapped if they want to polish anybody's shoes.
After sweeping the entire floor clean, when they extend their tiny palms for a
little help, some kind passengers might throw away some left-over food in
their hands or may be give some paise, and they go out. Sometimes, they are
suspected to be thieves and they are beaten up. I remember my personal
experience when once a little boy of 8 or 10 lied down on the floor of my
compartment, sweeping the floor, thus inhaling the dirt and dust. When I saw
his face, 1 could see some resemblance of my grand son. I took out a five
rupee coin and gave it to him. I also gave him some sweets and asked him to
leave the compartment immediately, go to the platform and eat these sweets.
But the moment he got down from the train, a stout man, perhaps his boss,
pounced upon him, snatched away the coin from his hands, searched his
pockets and took out everything. I understand, these boys are engaged by a
cruel gang or a racket. Whatever they earn are taken away from them, and, in
return, they might be given something to eat and asked to get away. How is it
that such pathetic kind of destitution is being seen openly by learned men,
educated people and responsible citizens of our country? I would appeal to
the Railway Minister and the Railway Department to kindly abolish this
inhuman practice forthwith, without any further delay. Let there be some
other way of cleaning, like, for example, vacuum cleaners and so on for
cleaning the floors; let us not engage the children of our country to do this
kind of dirty jobs. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI DIPANKAR MUKHERJEE (West Bengal): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I
want to draw your attention. Normally, I should draw the attention of the
Government. But, as it is, the Leader of the House is not there. I don't think
anyone can respond to it right now. I want to draw your attention to the fact
that there has been no response to the Special Mentions for the last one or two
years. After a Special Mention is made, there is no feedback from the
Government. I, therefore, hope that on the issue which I am raising right now,
you will give necessary directions to the Government so that a response to
whatever I am raising here, is given. Otherwise, the Special Mention will be
of no use.

The point which I am raising refers to a Press report in the Telegraph of
the 19th, "PMO Pushes Through Sale of PSUs", that is, the sale of public
sector units. It is no longer disinvestment, Sir. I am not repeating that issue. It
is no longer disinvestment; it is sale of public sector units and public sector
assets. Before I mention my main points, I would like to draw the attention of
the House to what the father of these economic reforms, Mr. Narasimha Rao,
had to say.
