STATEMENT BY MINISTER
Match- Fixing in Cricket

THE MINISTER OF URBAN EMPLOYMENT AND POVERTY
ALLEVIATION AND MINISTER OF YOUTH AFFAIRS AND SPORTS
(SHRI SUKH DEV SINGH DHINDSA): The issue of match-fixing has been
at the centre-stage of media reporting for the last few weeks. It has also
been debated in the two Houses of Parliament. 1 have already made
statements in both the Houses of Parliament on this issue. In my statement,
I had mentioned that Government will not hesitate to initiate an inquiry in the
matter of match-fixing by any agency of the Government, as required. On
the basis of several news-items in prominent magazines and newspapers of
the country, as also the statement of prominent cricket administrators and
players, there is need to inquire into the matter further. Government
believes that those who are guilty must be punished, those who are innocent
must not be slandered, those who have evidence must cooperate and shall
be given adequate protection, and those who make il founded allegations
must be exposed. Keeping in view the sentiments expressed by hon.
Members in both Houses of Parliament, the sensitivity of the case and the
complexities mvolved, as also the issue of jurisdiction, Government has
decided to entrust the matter to CBI for appropriate inquiry -and necessary
action. During the discussions in Parliament on this issue, the pre-dominant
view was also to entrust this inquiry to the CBI. It is hoped that this inquiry
will clear the air of rumours and suspicion surrounding this subject. The
case already registered by the Delhi Police under FIR No. 111/2000 against
Hansie Cronje and others will be pursued by Delhi Police to its logical
conclusion.

SHRI SANGH PRIYA GAUTAM (Uttar Pradesh): Mr.
Vice-Chairman, Sir, I have a point to make. As the matter has been referred
to the CBI for mvestigation, I thmk no clarifications should be sought
otherwise it will affect.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI T. N. CHATURVEDI): Your point
is well made. The Hon. Mmister will take care of this.

SHRI SANGH PRIYA GAUTAM: They will simply make speeches
and many things will come from the Government side.
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI T. N. CHATURVEDI): The simple
point is, only because it is registered, does not necessarilly make it
sub-judice. 1 have no doubt that Members will seek precise clarifications.
There should not be much of a problem. Shri Santosh Bagrodia. He is not
here. ShriN. K. P. Salve.

SHRI N. K. P. SALVE (Maharashtra): Sir, I am happy that I am
able to congratulate the Vajpayee Government for at least one good decision
in this tenure, and that one good decision in this tenure is interesting:
entrusting the murky affar of match-fixing to the CBL. It 15 a
heart-breaking affair, but a murky affair. Sir, in my explanation, [ want to
know from the Minister because, in the statement that he had made earlier,
he stated that an inquiry into the matter of match-fixing by an agency of the
Government as required would be made; the announcement was made,
now, the Minister proceeds to say, "Government has decided to entrust the
matter to CBI for appropriate inquiry and necessary action” and later on it is
said, "It is hoped that this inquiry will cleag, the air of rumours and suspicion
surrounding this subject.”" Sir, I am sure the Minister is aware of the fact
that money power in cricket has reached Himalayan dimensions and where
money comes, corruption follows. Now, allegations, serious allegations, are
related to match-fixing in which the players might be involved or some of
the agents of the bookies might be involved, I do not know. But it will be a
very limited inquiry. Also, with money, there are serious allegations
involving players, team players, team officials, administrators, Board, Board
officials, bureaucrats, ministers. What js required, Sir, is an inquiry into all
credible allegations of corruption to clean and purge once and for all, so far
as the noble game of cricket is concerned. [ want to know, Sir, what,
according to the Minister, is the precise ambit and scope of the word
"appropriate inquiry”. Will it only be confined to match-fixing here and
there; and if nothing is found, it is to be pushed under the carpet and
corruption goes on as it is? Or, will it also cover any credible corruption,
pecunary corruption, nothing else, but pecunary corruption, relating to the
great game of cricket? In-half-a-second I want to say, Delhi High Court
found that some officials of Doordarshan deliberately committed a breach of
contract so that the telecasting rights should go to another private channel.
Such things are happening in this game because millions and millions and
bilions of rupees are involved. Therefore, I would like the Minister to
clarify whether, to really clear the arr of rumours and suspicion, the
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mvestigation would not be confined purely to match-fixing, but to the entire
area, the entire gamut, of pecunary corruption around this great game, on
the basis of any credible allegation.

SHRI SURESH KALMADI (Maharashtra): Sir, I would like to fully
azseotate myself with what Shri NK.P. Salve has sad. - I would like to
cangraiulate the Sports Minister that he has had a wide-ranging consultation
and he has finally bowed to the wishes of this House and the entire,
country in ordering a CBI inquiry. But, as Mr. Salve has rightly asked, what
are the terms of reference of this CBI mquiry? We would Iike to know
what the exact terms of reference are. Is this inquiry fully broadbased?
The issue he has brought out, which I also endorse, is the large-scale
corruption in awarding of Doordarshan contracts for various matches. This
is a major corruption issue. [ hope that also will come within the ambit of
the terms of reference. Also, I would like to know if the CBI is being told
to cooperate with the Interpol because match-fixing is not confined to the
borders of India. The Delhi Police is already enquiring into-the case of the
South African cricketer. The English cricketers have also said something.
Similarly, the Australians have also mentioned something. So, it has got
wider implications. I don't know. The ICC meetng which is going to be
held on the 2nd or the 3rd of May, will also look into it. So, there will have
to be a close liaison between the Interpol and the CBI. So, under the terms
of reference, will it also be asked to liaise with the Interpol on this very vital
matter. This is what I want to know. '
