Theft of Valuable Data from |.C.M.R.

SHRI K. RAMA MOHANA RAO (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, a
bizarre incident took place in the ICMR and vital data on infectious
and communicable diseases, along with hard discs on which it was
stored, were stolen on 10" November, 2000. Hard discs from about
10 computers belonging to the Epidemiological and Communicable
Diseases Department of the ICMR were systematically stolen. It is
believed that there is every possibility of passing the data to foreign
agents for a possible biological warfare research. The discs have
both published and unpublished data which had been collected over
many years by the ECD division. It is believed that the data from
sixteen centres of the ICMR was funneied into this unit of the ICMR
and it also included the raw data on diseases like AIDS, malaria,
plague, tuberculosis, etc. The thieves systematically dismembered
functional computers after breaking open locks from many rooms
within the security rooms of the ICMR. It is still not known how could
they break open the locks of so many rooms of the division. | think it
is a well-planned theft executed by some insiders.
