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electricity in Madhya Pradesh is only 14 paise, in Maharasntra it is 34 paise,
while 1t is as high as 73 paise in Gujarat.

The former arrangement of supplying S50 per cent coal from Main
Line and 50 per cent from Korea Rewa 15 alsg done away with. 68.7 per
cent high ash and tow heat coal from main line and 31.3 per cent of coal
fromm Korea Rewa 15 supphed to G.E.B.. which also results n a loss of
Rs.90/- crores per year to G.EB.

The Ministry of Raiways should allow Iinkage from Western Coal
Fields to the tune of two lakh tonnes per year needed for Ukai Power
Station n Guarat and a linkage of 50 per cent from main line and 50 per
cent from Korea Rewa should he restored, which will save Rs.200/- c¢rores
for earthquake aflected Guijarat.

Incentives to rice exporters in Andhra Pradesh

DR, ALLADI P. SASKUMAR {Andnra Pradesh)  Sir, since Mr.
George Fernandes is here, | would itke to canvey to him the feelings of the
farmers of Andhra Pradesh.

Sir, Andhra Pradesh 1s the rice bowl of the country. Majority of
farmers grow paddy crop. The paddy produced in Andhra Pradesh 15 of a
very hgih quality, As a result of bumper crop in rice last year in Andhra
Pradesh, a surplus stock of 15 lakh tonnes of rice is available. Another 25
lakh tonnes of marketabie surplus rice i1s likely to arise in 2000-01. Thus a
total quantity of 40 lakh tonnes of rice approximately is availabie in Andhra
Pradesh for transport outside the State. Unless this huge stock is utilised,
there would be a depressed demand of rice and the paddy growers in
Andhra Pradesh would not get remunerative price. There is a great demand
for superfine variety of rice like Sonamasun grown in Andhra Fradesh in
countries like indonesia and elsewhere. Despite this facl, our exporters are
unahle to compete in the international market because of the low prices
offered by other countries. It is, therefore, essential that the exporters in the
private sector are offered incentives ke exemption of duties and taxes and
also providing subsidy for exports. I, therefore, request that the
Government should examine the possiblity of extending these facilities ta our
farmers so that nce can be exported in a bDIg way. This will establish a
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traditional market for the indian rice, besides enabling the farmers in Andhra
Pradesh to getl remunerative prices for the paddy. | understand that the
Government agencies like MMTC have alsc been provided similar incentives
for boosting the sale of wheat in the international market.
