(a) to (d) As per the information received from State/Union Territory
Governments, the number of job seekers (all of whom are not necessarily
unemployed), belonging to the urban areas, registered with the Employment
Exchanges in various States and Union Territories as on 31.12.1999 is as
given in the Statement. District-wise information is not maintained.

The number of job seekers from the urban areas, which was of the order of
163.3 lakh in 1990, has gone up to 180.5 lakh at the end of December 1999. It
may, therefore, be seen that average annual increase in the number of job
seekers from urban area was of the order to 1.0% during the period 1990—99.

SHRI KAPIL SIBAL: Mr. Chairman, Sir, I am extremely surprise because

what the Government has done in this particular case it, it has given the figures
of the numbers registered in the employment exchanges throughout the country.
The question was, what was the Government assessment of the number of
unemployed youth in the urban areas of this country. Now, obviously, you
have not made any assessment. The Government should know this. Had I
wanted the number registered in the employment exchanges, I would have
formulated my question in that particular fashion. What are the figures that
you give me? You said that the total number in the live registers, throughout
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the States, as of 1999, is 1.80 crores and in 1990, it was 1.60 crores, of the
total pupulation. You know very well that in a hundred-crore population, this
figure that is registered in the employment exchange registers does not reflect
the reality. Most people do not even know what an employment exchange
registers i1s. What is it that you are trying to do? The Minister, at least, must
help us. At least, tell the pcople of this country what the problem is. If you are
going to duck the problem like this, how are we going to have a discussion in
this House? So, kindly, first tell us whether you have made any assessment of
the number of unemployed youth in the urban areas in this country, apart from
what you have stated in you reply. Please clarify this.

SHRI KAPIL SIBAL.: Sir, I find it very strange because there are several
organisations, including international organisations like the I.L.O. which will
give you the projections as to what is happening in various parts of the world.
For example, there is an 1.L..O. figure which says that the total workforce in
urban areas in 1991, in India, was 70 million, and in the year 2021, it would
be 200 million. So, there will be a three-fold increase. Now, that is the total
workforce. I want to know whether the Govenment of India is taking any
steps, in the light of these projections, about the unemployment problem.

You know the pressure on land in rural areas. You know in cities like Patna
and many other cities in the country people come from outside to work on
a daily basis in the cities because they cannot possibly survive on the income
from the rural areas. The Government must set up some kind of working group,
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some kind of specialised agency to look at the projections, to see what the
problems are, so that we can generate employment for the people in this country.
Does the Government have any plans for that? Please clarify, Mr. Minister.

SHRI GURUDAS DAS GUPTA: Sir, the hon. Labour Minister will kindly
realise that the information he seeks to furnish to the House neither meets the
need of the situation nor gives us the impression that the Ministry of Labour is
alive to the magnitude of the staggering problem of unemployment. Since the
Labour Ministry has no assessment whatsoever of the actual joblessness in the
country, this is a serious weakness on its part. To give jobs is not the job of the
Labour Ministry. That is the job of the Governmnt, the Finance Ministry and
the Plannaing Ministry. [ do not accuse him of non-performance on that front.
However, the paucity of information with the Labour Ministry does not give
an indication of the direction. This by itself is a grave failure. I hope the
respected, hon. Prime Minister will kindly realisc the limitation of information
on the part of the nodal Department of his Government.

Sir, my specific question is: (a) whether the hon. Prime Minister, if he will
kindly agree to reply, will accept that the problem of unempioyment has
aggravated in the recent period. I do not want to go into the reasons for this. It
has aggravated in the recent period. This is part (a) of my question. Part (b} of
my question is: Will the Government let us know the number of employed
people who became unemployed because of losing their job in the public
sector undertakings which are under the Central Government. I hope the hon.
Prime Minister will kindly prefer to reply at least to part (a) of my question.

They wait for
years—four years, five years, etc.—without employment, whether it is in urban
areas or in rural areas particularly, the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
people and the people who are living below the poverty line. In every caste
there are poor people. The parents make them to study in the colleges thinking
that one day they will be helpful to them. Practically, when they are without
any employment for years, on¢ day they become restless and depressed. Those
people when they do not find any employment, they start getting misled by
other people. There are militants, Naxalites and people who are from Dubai in
this country. They recruit them. These people will join them because they do
not find anything here. In these circumstances, we have to give a serious thought
to this problem. What are we doing? What is our policy? I do not blame any
Government, whether it is the Congress Government or the N.D.A.
Government. What are they doing? In the name of globalisation, in the name
of reforms, we are sending these people out. I entirely agree with the Prime
Minsiter that this is a very serious matter. ] would like to know whether we are
going to effect any change in the policy. In the banking sector, these unemployed
youths are not given sufficient funds to rehabilitate themselves. Even
under the DRI scheme, one per cent of the total advances should be given to
them.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please put your question.

SHRI JANARDHANA POOIJARY: I am putting my question, Sir. It is less
than that. it is not even one per cent, not even 0.05 per cent. They are not
giving even half-a-per cent. Such is the attitude of the banking sector. I would
like to know whether the Government is proposing to take steps to look into
all these aspects, including the banking sector, and whether it will come forward
with some proposal to direct the banking sector to give more funds to the
unemployed youth.
