Construction of Yatri Niwas in Arunachal Pradesh 

3349. SHRI NABAM REBIA: Will the Minister of TOURISM be pleased 

to state: 

(a) whether Government have formulated any National Action Plan for 

the development of tourism in Arunachal Pradesh; 

(b) if so, the details thereof; 

(c) whether Government propose to construct any Yatri Niwas in the 

State; and 

(d) if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons therefor? 

THE MINISTER OF TOURISM AND MINISTER OF CULTURE 
(SHRI ANANTH KUMAR): (a) and (b) The National Action Plan for Tourism 
1992 envisages development of tourism through improvement of 
infrastructure, developing areas on selective basis for integrated growth, 
restructuring and strengthening the institution for development of human 
resources and marketing and promotion of India as a tourist destination to 
increase foreign tourist arrivals in the country including Arunachal Pradesh. 

(c) and (d) The Ministry of Tourism has sanctioned a Yatri Niwas at 
Bameng in Arunachal Pradesh for an amount of Rs. 12.03 lakhs during 1999-
2000.

ANANTH KUMAR): (a) to (c) During 1999-2000, the Ministry of Tourism 

received 19 project proposals from State Government of Arunachal Pradesh 

out of which 11 projects were sanctioned for an amount of Rs. 218.63 lakhs. 
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
