DHI): (a) and (b) The Government of India, recognizing the need to
improve the educational and socio-economic conditions of Other
Backward Classes (OBCs) launched the Scheme of Pre-Examination
Coaching for Other Backward Classes. The Objective of the Scheme
is to coach/train candidates belonging to Other Backward Classes to
enable them to compete on equal terms in various competitive/
entrance examinations covering:

(i) Recruitment to various services under Central and State
Government, Public and Private Sector Undertakings Bank,
GIC, LIC, etc. and Defence Forces, State and Central Police
Forces and Para-Military Forces..

(i) Admission to technical, vocational, engineering, medical,
agricultural Management courses, etc.

(¢) No Pre-Examination Coaching Centre for OBCs has been set
up in Andhra Pradesh.
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
