RAJYA SABHA [2nd March, 2001 ]

was discussed a couple of days ago in this very House, and we have been
discussing it.

I have already said that Government has a role in all sectors of education,
including higher education. Government is not withdrawing from that. But
Government will certainly welcome the participation of the communities and
beneficiaries of the educational system. We want resources. As the earlier
questions have clearly exposed, there is need of funding various universities, and
i do recognise that there is need of funding them. We want to mobilise resources
from all sections of the society, including those who have benefited by education.
So, we will mobilise resources from all sectors, and Government will also
contribute, depending upon the augmentation of funds. The higher the funds, the
greater will be the contribution from the Government.

Regarding primary education in rural areas of North Eastern States

(@) The Centrally Sponsored Scheme of District Primary Education Programme
(DPEP) which aims to achieve universal primary education is being implemented in
nine districts out of 23 districts in Assam. These nine districts, which have female
literacy rate less than the national average of 38.3, are predominantly rural in
character. DPEP is under implementation in four districts namely Daming, Dhubri,
Morigaon and Karbi Anglong under Phase-1 since 1994 and in five districts
namely Barpeta, Bongaigaon, Goalpara, Kokrajhar and Sonitpur under Phase-11 since
19%.
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The number of children enrolled in primary schools, alternative schooling
centres, private and venture schools in the 9 DPEP districts of Assam and the
percentage of enrolment to the projected child population during 1997-98,1998-99
and 1999-2000 are as follows;

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DPEP is operational only in Assam among the eight North-Eastern States. A
new education programme, Sarva ShikshaAbhiyan, as a Centrally Sponsored Scheme
has now been launched to achieve the goal of Universal Elementary Education
(UEE) by 2010. SSA aims to provide eight years of quality elementary
education to ail children in a mission mode in partnership with Central and State
Governments, local bodies and the community. The Central Government has
already sanctioned pre-project activities in 18 districts in the eight Nort-Eastem
States.

Apart from DPEP and SSA, there are several other Centrally Sponsored
Schemes in elementary education sector whose aim is to achieve the goal of
Universal Primary Education, which are being implemented in North-Eastern States.
These include Operation Blackboard for improving human and physical resources in
primary schools; Non Formal Education (NFE), now restructured as the Education
Guarantee scheme and Alternative and Innovative Education (EGS&AIE) for
improving access to elementary education; Mid-Day Meal scheme for increasing
enrolment, attendance and nutritional status of students in primary classes; Scheme
of Teacher Education (TE) to create academic and technical resource support in
districts and for teacher training; and Mahila Samakhya Scheme for education and
empowerment of women. Other schemes include integrated Education for Children
(IEDC); Scheme for Modernization of Madarsas; and Area Intensive Programme
for Educationally Backward Minorities. Besides, primary education is one of the
components under the newly launched Pradhan Mantri Gramodaya Yojana
(PMGY) for providing basic minimum services. A Non-lapsable Central Pool of
Resources for funding specific development programmes in the North-Eastern
States has also been created.

(b) The Central Government released Rs. 8687 lakh in 1997-98, Rs. 5021 lakh
in 1998-99, Rs. 8159 lakh in 1999-2000 and Rs. 6830 lakh in 2000-01 so far to
the North-Eastem States under major Centrally Sponsored Schemes for elementary
education. Besides, Rs. 3730 lakh was released to North-Eastem States under
education component of PMGY in 2000-01 so far. In addition Rs. 1692 lakh was
released in 1999-2000 and Rs. 4754 lakh in 2000-01 so far under the Non-
lapsable Central Pool of Resources for North-Eastem States. The details of fund
released under major schemes and foodgrains allocated to North-Eastem States
are shown in Statemcnt-1.

SHRI W. ANGOU SINGH: Mr. Chairman, Sir, the Minister has clearly stated
in his reply that the Centrally-sponsored Scheme of District Primary Education
Programme is operational only in Assam, among the North-Eastern States.
Another thing is that the Central Government has already sanctioned pre-
project activities in 18 districts in the seven North-Eastern States. May I know
from the Minister whether the DPEP will be extended to other North-Eastern

States also? May I know from the Minister the names of the districts for which
pre-project activities have been sanctioned? This is my first question.

The Minister, in his reply, has stated that there arc several other Centrally-
sponsored schemes in the elementary education sector. For example, Mahila
Samakhya Scheme for education and empowerment of women, integrated
Education for Children, Scheme for Modernisation of Madarsas and Area
Intensive Programme for Educationally Backward Minorities. Members think
that the Ministry has done a lot for the North-Eastern States. But, actually, it is
not correct. May I know from the Minister whether the schemes which have
been sanctioned for the North-Eastern States arc only on paper, or, they are
being implemented?

DR. MURLI M ANOHAR JOSH1: Mr. Chairman. Sir, the DPEP Scheme is
implemented where the literacy rate among females or a specific group is very
low. As the hon. Member would be knowing, in many of the North-Eastern
States, the rate of literacy among males and females is very high. Some of them
like Mizoram have 95 percent literacy rate. Some States have 75 percent literacy
rate. And then, the State Governments themselves do not feel that there is a
necessity for targeting any particular area or community. So. these schemes do
not go there. But, if, after a survey, we come to the conclusion that these
districts should also be included, we will certainly include them. But, for that, a
survey is needed. The DPEP programme has the mechanism to find out which
districts should be included now and up to which level this should be extended.
As far as Madarsas are concerned, as you will notice, it depends on how many
requestions come for the improvement of Madarsas. If there is a requestion, all
our schemes work and, perhaps, under this Government, the largest number of
Madarsas have been benefited all over the country, And in terms of
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modernisation, wc always help for computer education, for the science
teacher. We will also go to them and try to persuade them to have these
teachers. I assure you that if there is any demand, we will certainly fulfil it.

SHRI C. RAMACHANDRAI1AH: Sir. the studnts from the primary classes
arc asked to carry a heavy load of books. Some Committees were appointed
and they made some recommendations. But they have not been implemented.
May 1 request the Minister to kindly fix a time schedule as to which subject
should be taught at which hour so that the load of the students from the
primary classes will be reduced. They are small children and they are asked to
carry a huge bag of books. The Minister can make a suggestion to the schools
so that they can fix a time schedule as to which subject should be taught at
which hour and the load of the students will be reduced.

DR. MURL1 MANOHAR JOS HI: Sir, the & fram work of the new
curriculum that has been designed states very clearly that in the lower classes
the load on the students, in terms of their copy books and textbooks, should
be reduced. Wc have also taken care of the fact that the students arc not
scared of examinations and of the stresses and strains on them because of a
heavy load. So, a suggestion has also been made that examinations up to 10th
class be abolished and that there should be only one public examination at the
12th standarcd level. We also feel that the pedagogy, that is. the methods of
teaching, should also be designed in such a way that the need of carrying
books to the schools will be reduced to the minimum. I fully agree with the
suggestion and I personally would be happy, if the hon. Members impress
upon their State Governments so that the implementation of the suggestions is
done speedily. If the students have to bear a heavsy stress at the early age.
whether it is physical or mental, the development of his or her personality is
retarded. The growth will not be balanced. So, I fully appreciate this
suggestion. I agree with it and we have been suggesting this. Whatever novel
methods you want to suggest, you can suggest to us and we will certainly give
them to the NCERT and CBSE Boards for being implemented.

SHRI V.V. RAGHAVAN: Mr. Chairman, Sir, the hon. Minister has given a
very good picture on elementary education programme. But when wc go through
the Budget, we find that the actual provision made for the Ministry of HRD is
very low. Actually, this year it is less than what was made last year.

How arc you going to find resources if the budgetary help is not there for
HRD? When wc talk of second generation reforms, the most important aspect is
education. But it has not been given that much importance in the Budget. What
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is the view of the hon. Minister in this regard?

DR. MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI: Sir, we can point out that in certain areas
there has been a lesser allocation. But that is because of the fact that last year
we had to pay a heavy amount on account of salaries. So, it was the non-Plan
amount which was paid to the university and college teachers. Now that problem
does not arise because we have paid back all the arrear. There will not be such
a problem this year. But, as I have already stated, this scheme of Serva Shiksha
Abhiyan will not only continue in the next year, but it will also continue in the
next Plan. Certainly, 1 also agree that the need more resources for this purpose,
Whatever has been allocated will not meet the requirements of the country. We
need more resources. The cooperation of the hon. Members in allowing the
Government to mop up more resources will be welcome.
