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Hiring of Gedowns by FCI

SHRI BARJINDER SINGH HAMDARD:

Will the Minister of CONSUMER AFFAIRS AND PUBLIC
DISTRIBUTION be pleased to state: .

(a) whether it is a fact that the Food Corporation of India has hired godowris
from the private sector for storage of foodgrains; if so, the total storage capacity of the
godowns hired from the private sector, as well as from other public sector bodies;

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(b) the storage capacity of the Corporation's own godowns;

(c) whether it is a fact that the Corporation had purchased large quantities
of foodgrains during 1997-98, 1998-99 and so far during 1999-2000;
and

(d) if so, the quantity of foodgrains purchased, and whether the
Corporation had the capacity to keep the purchased foodgrains in the covered
godowns?

THE MINISTER OF CONSUMER AFFAIRS AND PUBLIC
DISTRIBUTION (SHRI SHANTA KUMAR): (a) to (d) A statement is laid
on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) Yes Sir, As on 30-9-99, the FCI has storage capacity of 50.97 lakh
tonnes hired from private parties, and storage capacity of 42.12 lakh tonnes
from other Public Sector agencies like the Central Warehousing Corporation
and the State Warehousing Corporations/State Governments.

(b) FCI's owned godowns have a total storage capacity of 144.58 lakhs
tonnes, out of which 125.42 lakhs tonnes is covered while the remaining
19.16 lakh tonnes is CAP (covered and plinth).

(¢) and (d) Yes, Sir. The information is given below:—

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FCI had sufficient capacity for storing the purchased foodgrains in its
gcdowns during the above period.

SHRI BALWANT SINGH RAMOOWALIA: Sir, according to the
information provided by the hon. Minister, the total storage capacity of the
godowns hired from the private parties by the FCI is 50.97 lakh tonnes; the
total storage capacity in the Central Warehousing Corporation and the State
Warehousing Corporation is 42.1 laki tonnes and the storage capacity with
the FCI itself is 144.58 lakh tonnes. Sir, this is a very acute problem.
Sometimes, we have to face a crisis because of under-production. But it is
unfortunate for this country and the FCI has to be blamed for this. Because of
this storage problem, there has been a huge loss and wastage of foodgrains,
both rice and wheat. What do we do? The foodgrains we purchase at a higher
price, we have to sell them at a lower price. As a result of this, the
countrysuffers a loss. I would like to know ffom the hon. Minister as to what
the Government‘of India and the FCI plan to increase the storage capacity.
What steps the FCI has so far taken, particularly, 10 enhance the storage
capacity in the States which have a surplus of foodgrains?
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SHRI J. CHITHARANJAN: The hon. Minister has replied that FCY has
got sufficient capacity to store the foodgrains that are being purchased and if
at all, the foodgrains have to be kept outside the godowns, these are kept in a
scientific way and so, there is no damage. But, in reality, the foedgrains that
are being supplied or issued by FC’I, to be distributed through the ration shops,
are, most often, found to be very bad. How does it happen and decpite repeated
compiaints. why are steps not being taken to prevent it and ensure that better -
stuff is issued to the ration shops?
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SHRIN. THALAVAI SUNDRAM: Mr. Chairman, Sir, I am not satisfied
with the answer given by the hon. Minister. The hon. Minister in the answer
has stated that the FCI had sufficient capacity for storing the purchased
foodgrains in its godowns during the above period. Sir, in Nagapattinam and
Thanjavur districts, rice and other focd articles are purchased by the FCI and
they are not properly kept in the godowns. In our State of Tamil Nadu, rice is
procured by the Tamil Nadu Civil Supplies Corporation and the Central
Warehousing Corporation and they do not have sufficient godowns for storing
the rice. As a result, the rice is damaged during the rainy season, as it is kept
in the open. I request the hon. Minister to take adequate steps in this regard.
As far as Tamil Nadu is concerned, the Tamil Nadu Civil Supplies Corporation
comes under the control of the State Government. There are limited number
of godowns to keep the foodgrains. As far as the Food Corporation of India is
concerned, it does not have sufficient funds to construct more godowns. The
Tamil Nadu Government is not taking any steps to preserve the foodgrains.
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MR. CHAIRMAN: I think, a number of hon. Members want to put
