(a) to (d) Yes Sir, The Government of India operates a scheme of financial
assistance to voluntary organisations/Government aided institutions for
modernisation of Madrasas by introducing Science, Mathematics, Social
Stuthes, Hindi and English in their curriculum. The scheme provides assistance
for teachers' salary to teach modern subjects, purchase of Science/Maths kits
and establishment of book banks. The Scheme provides opportunities to
students of these institutions to acquire education comparable to National
Education System, which enables the students to compete for mainstream
jobs. However, Government have no scheme to provide them employment.
