(SHRI TH. CHAOBA SINGH): (a) and (b) Yes, Sir. The State Government 
have sought assistance of Rs. 2.35 crores for repairs/ renovation work of 
Kalinga Stadium, Bhubaneshwar, Gymnasium-cum-Indoor Hall at Sahid 
Nagar, Bhubaneshwar and J.N. Indoor Stadium, Cuttack. Other infrastricture 
has also sustained damage, the extent of expenditure required for the repair 
etc. of which is not yet known. 

(c) There is, at present, no provision, under the scheme of "Grants for 

Creation of Sports Infrastructure" for Central Assistance for repair of sports 

infrastructure. 
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
