The Sangathan has already implemented 

the recommendations of Fifth Pay 

Commission for grant of revised scales of pay 

to teachers. Eligible Yoga teachers have also 

been given TGT scales of pay on fulfilment 

of prescribed conditions. Promotion quota for 

teachers has been revised from 331/3% to 

50%. Staff quarters are also under 

construction.

(b) In the said report, the percentage of 

adult illiterates in the country has been 

started to be 34% Male and 62% Female 

during the year 1995. No specific projected 

figures of adult illiterates in the country at the 

end of 2000 has been reported. The UNICEF 

report on "The State of the World's Children 

1999" is a book about the right of the child to 

education. The references to literacy in the 

document are incidental and the adult literacy 

rates indicated in the report arc based on the 

1991 census data according to which the 

literacy rate in India was 52.21%. According 

to the National Sample Survey Organisation, 

which has recently releseased the figures of 

the 53rd round the literacy rate in the country 

at the end of 1997 was 62%.
