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Universalisation of Elementary Education

elementary education upto 14 years of age
had been fixed and revised several times;

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RE-
SOURCE DEVELOPMENT (DR. MURLI
MANOHAR JOSHI): (a) and (b) Article
45 of the Constitution of India provides
that the State shall endeavour to provide
within a period of ten years free and
compulsory education for all children until
they complete the age of 14 years. The
goal of Universalisation of Elementary
Education is, however, yet to be achieved.
The National Policy on Education, 1986,
as revised in 1992 resolves that free and
compulsory education of satisfactory
quality is provided to all children upto 14
years of age before we enter the twenty
first century.

It is envisaged that in the Ninth Five
Year Plan the goal of Universalisation of
Elementary Education would be pursued
in.a mission mode with greater people's
participation and decentralised planning
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for educational development of under-
served populations, especially girls. The
Government is committed to raise funding
for education to 6% of GD.
