THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RE-
SOURCE DEVELOPMENT (DR.
MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI): (a) Yes,
Sir.
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.(b) and (c) District Primary Education
Programme is funded by external assist-
ance. External funding agencies have not
shown willingness to provide funds for
the programme in these States. For
reason of inadequate resource availabili-
ty, the programme could not be ex-
panded with domestic resources. Subject
to availability of funds, the requests of
North-Eastern States will be kept in view
while considering expansion of prog-
ramme.

Chiidren enrolled in the 1st Standard

547. DR. (Ms.) P. SELVIE DAS: Will
the Minister of HUMAN RESOURCE
DEVELOPMENT be pleased to state
how many children were enrolled during
the Eighth Five Year Plan period in the
1st Standard of primary education at the
age of six, State-wise and sex-wise?

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RE-
SOURCE DEVELOPMENT (DR.
MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI): Accord-
ing to available information, enrolments
at primary level increased from 9.96 crore
to 11.04 crore during the Eighth Five
Year Plan (1992—97). The increase was
46 lakh in case of boys and 62 lakh for
girls. Information regarding age specific
enrolment in each class at primary stage
is not collected.
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Universalisation of Elementary Education

.549. DR. (Ms.) P. SELVIE DAS: Will
the Minister of HUMAN RESOURCE
DEVELOPMENT be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that the target
date to achicve universalisation of
clementary educationi upto 14 years of
age had been fixed and revised several
times; and :

(b) if so, the details thereof and what
steps have been proposed to achieve the
target in the next Five Year Plan?

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RE-
SOURCE DEVELOPMENT (DR.
MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI): (a) and
(b) Article 45 of the Constitution of India
provides that the State shall endeavour to
provide .within a period of ten ycars free
and compulsory education for all children
until they complete the age of 14 years.
The goal of Universalisation of Elemen-
tary Education is, however, yet to be
achicved. The National Policy on Educa-
tion, 1986, as revised in 1992 resolves
that free and compulsory education of
satisfactory quality is provided to all chil-
dren upto 14 years of age before we enter
the twenty first century.

It is cnvisaged that in the Ninth Five
Yecur Plan the goal of Universalisation of
Elementary Education would be pursued
in a mission mode with greater people’s
participation and decentralised planning
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for educational development of under-
scrved populations, especially girls. The
Government is committed to raise fund-

ing for education to 6% of GD.
