MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI): (a) The
number of Kendriya Vidyalayas function-
ing at present in the North-Eastern Reg-
ion is 82. (Eighty Two).

(b) to (d) Total number of posts of
Trained Graduate Teachers and Post
Graduate Teachers which could not be
filled up, on regular basis, arc 202 and
197 respectively. However, short-term ap-
pointments on contracts basis have been
made against majority of such vacancies
in order to avoid disruption in studies of
students. Vacancies could not be filled
up, on regular basis, mainly because of
non-availability of suitable candidates
from respective Regions.

The exercise for recruitment to the
post of Post Graduate Teacher has since
reached an advanced stage. For other
category of teachers also an open adver-
tisement.is being issued in leading News-
papers.
