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A new scheme called the "Scheme for
Assisting Promising  Sports-persons and
Supporting Personnel" has been introduced
wherein eminent sports persons can be
given amounts upto Rs. 5 lakhs for
equipment, training, engagement of coahces
and scientific support.

(c) The process of bringing Sports under
Concurrent list is under process and an all
party meeting to discuss the subject is
slated to be called by the Hon'ble Minister
for Parliamentary Affairs shortly.

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(¢c) to (¢) The National Institute of
Educational Planning and Administration
(N1EPA) has recently been entrusted the task
of conducting a national evaluation of the
Operation  Blackboard  scheme.
