reported in Orissa portion of NH 23
starting from Banarpal to Birmitrapur.
For Bihar portion i.e. from Birmitrapur
to Ranchi, no accident has been
reported.

(b) To improve this National Highway
of about 282 km lcngth, the Ministry,
during 8th Plan and in AP 1997-98,
