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(10—19 years) and elderly population (65
years and above) as on 1lst March, 1998
have been estimated to be 213.8 million
and 42.2 million respesctively.

(b) One of the primary objectives of the
Ninth Plan is to generate greater productive
employment in the growth process itself by
concentrating on sectors, sub-sectors and
technologies which are more labour
itensive in regions characterised by higher
rates 6f unemployment and under
employment.

(¢c) The schemes currently providing
social and financial security to elderly
people include old age pension provided by
State Governments and under National
Social Assistance Programme (NSAP),
contributory and non-contributory
provident funds. Health care to the elderly
is provided through existing network of
primary, secondary and tertiary health care
institutions.. During Ninth Five-Year Plan
the coverage under all these will be further
improved.
