Shortage of Malaria and T. B. drugs

(a) whether shortage of anti-malaria
and anti-T.B. drugs are being reported
., from different parts of the country;

' (b) if so, Government’s procurement
‘plans for these drugs during the year;

(c) whether production facilities in
Pharmacautical Industries in public sector
like SSPL and Bengal Immunity are be-
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ing utilised fully for production of these
drugs; and

(d) if not, the reasons therefor?

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE
MINISTRY OF HEALTH AND FAMI-
LY WELFARE (SHRI DALIT EZHIL-
MALALI): (a) and (b) As reported by the
Directorate of National Malaria Eredica-
tion Programme (NMEP), there is no
shortage of anti-Malaria drugs in the
country except of Primaquine (7.5 mg)
for the procurement of which action has
already been initiated.

Regarding anti-TB drugs, it has been
reported that there is no shortage of
these drugs also since both the drugs and
cash assistance (for purchase of the
drugs) have been /are being provided to
the States during the current financial
year to met 100% requirement of these
drugs.

(c) and (d) Drugs under the National
Malaria Eradication Programme (NMEP)
and the Revised National TB Control
Programme (RNTCP) are procused as
per the laid down procedure of the Cent-
ral Government, State Govts and the
World Bank. The Public Sector Under-
takings under the Central/State Govts
are also ecligible to participate in the
tenders/biddings.
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
