THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE

SOMPAL): (a) and (b) The Indian Council of
Agricultural Research (ICAR) was reorganised
in 1975 into scientific and technical services.
After its reorganisation the Ramaiah
Committee ~ recommendation  became
irrelevant. While the UGC pay Scales have been
adopted by ICAR for scientific cadre, for other
staff, viz. technical, administrative and
supporting, ICAR has adopted Central
Govenrment Pay Scales. According to Rules
and Bye Laws of ICAR Society, the Librarians
are categorised as Technical and hence the
question of giving them UGC Pay Scales does
not arise.
