THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RE-
SOURCE DEVELOPMENT (DR.
MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI): (a) and
(b) University Grants Commission or the
Central Government do not establish col-
leges of their own. Colleges are generally
set up by Universities/State Govern-
ments/private managements keeping in-
view the need for higher education in a
particular region and the availability of
resousces.

In 1994-95, University Grants Commis-
sion initiated a Scheme for Vocationalisa-
tion of Education at the first degree
level. To begin which, UGC identified 35
courses in Sciences, Engineering & Tech-
nology, Commerce & Economics, Arts,
Humanities and Social Sciences under the
above Scheme. As on date, the Scheme is
being implemented in 1356 Colleges and
Universitics in the country.

(c) and (d) There is no such proposal
under consideration of the Government.
