(c) As per the information received from
the Government of Maharashtra, 13.68 lakh
tonnes of cane remained un-crushed in the
sugar season 1995-96 for which the State
Government compensated the concerned
farmers @ Rs.5000/-per acre. No such case
was reported by any other State during the
period 1995-96 to 1997-98.
