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apprehension is baseless. There are a number 
of conflicting judgments of various courts here 
and abroad. Therefore, this amendment is 
necessary. The new parliamentary bulletin 
says that the Government is proposing to 
replace this Act with a new Bill. At that time 
would you consider this amendment? 

SHRI SIKANDER BAKHT: Yes, the 
Parliament   is contemplating to bring an 

amended  Bill on the subject of trade marks. 
Rut as you say, we will definitely consider it. 

Industrial recession 

*3.     SHRIMATI VENNA VERMA  
SHRI AKHILESH DAS: Will the 

Minister of INDUSTRY be pleased 
to state: 

(a) whether it is a fact  that industry has 
been hit by the severest ever recession this year; 

(b) if so, the extent of recession faced by 
each sector of industry indicating the idle 
capacity lying with each seotor like textiles, 
cement, steel and others; and 

(c) the steps, so far, taken to rid the industry 
of the paralysis and revive it to atleast 8-9 per 
cent growth in the second quarter as 
contemplated? 

THE MINISTER OF INDUSTRY (SHRI 
SIKANDER BAKHT): (a) to (c) A Statement 
is laid on the Table of the House.

(a) and (b) The Industrial growth was lowest 

during 1990s in 1991-92 being 0.6% followed 
by 1992-93 being 2.3%. The industrial growth 
during April-September,   1998 is 3.6%. The 
overall industrial performance since 1990-91 
is^iven hf.lnw:

(c) The Government is aware ot tne 
slowdown in the industrial growth. Various 
measures have been initiated during the 
Budget 1998-99 and thereafter to stimulate 
and revive industrial growth. Important 
amongst them are: 

■ de-licensing of coal and lignite, 
petroleum refining and sugar to attract larger 
inflow of capital. 

■ increase in limit for investment by 
NRIs. 

■ rationalisation of tariff structure by 
introducing 4% special additional duty of 
customs to remove disadvantages faced by 
the domestic industry. 

■ 35% increase in Plan outlay for 
infrastructure industries. 

■ special package announced for revival 
of growth in exports which constitute a 
significant share of manufactured goods. 

■ The Government has recently allowed 
buy back of shares and inter-corporate 
loans to boost investment and revive the 
capital market. 

■ to give an immediate boost to industrial 
activity, the busy season credit policy 
announced by RBI has avoided raising 
interest rates. 

■ counter guarantees given by 
Government to three major fast track power 
projects expected to create demand for basic 
and other goods. 
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The Government is conscious of the need for 
the revival of the industrial sector and has 
constituted Four Task Forces for Steel, Capital 
Goods, Commercial Vehicles and Cement to 
recommend policy interventions to address the 
problems faced by these sectors. The Task 
Forces have submitted their recommendations to 
the Government and the policy 
announcements relating to these sectors are 
expected shortly. The Prime Minister has 
constituted the Economic Advisory Council and 
the Advisory Council on Trade and Industry 
which would also suggest measures to improve 
the industrial climate. 

SHRIMATI VEENA VERMA: Sir. the 
Finance Minister's claim, presumably based on 
the industrial performance during April as against 
that in March, that the recession in industry had 
ended, seems to have gone astray. The production 
figures for subsequent months have failed his 
expectations. The production during the first five 
months of the current year, 1998-99, expanded by 
only 1.7%, of which the consumer durables 
contributed only 0.6% against an increase of 
5.6% during the corresponding period of last 
year, which indicates an obvious increase in 
recession. The industrial growth which had 
been steadily rising since 1991-92, since 
liberalisation was adopted, and had attained the 
peak level of 13.3% in 1995-96, had slipped 
down to 8.2% in 1996-97 and it had a drastic fall 
in 1997-98 to just 4.2%. It slipped further down to 
only 2.4% in August, 1998 as compared to 5.5% 
in August, 1997. May I know what the reasons 
are for such a deep recession which had so 
badly hit the industry this year? What has gone so 
radically wrong with the industry? You have already 
answered it, but may I know whether certain 
sectors have registerd a negative growth, 
which is a sure sign of deep recession this year? If 
so, which particular industries have recorded 
negative growth? You have given the names of the 
industries also. But to what extent has been the 
negative growth? What special efforts are beign 
made to extricate these industries from out of 
the red? 

SHRI SIKANDER BAKHT: The hon. 
Member has hit the nail on the head. Statistics 
sometimes play tricks. There is no doubt that in 
the overall position there has been recession. The 
end part of your question is: which are the 

industries which have shown recession? it is 
remarkable that wood and wood products and 
machinery and equipment other than transport 
equipment are the industries which have shown 
recession. The remarkable part is that 
beverages, tobacco and related products have 
shown a remarkable progress in September and 
October, 1998-99. (Interruptions) I am giving 
you the facts and it doesn't make and 
difference. Paper and paper products have 
again shown a remarkable increase in the 
industrial progress. Leather and leather 
products, basic chemicals and chemical 
products, rubber, plastic, petroleum and coal 
products, metal products and parts except 
machinery, transport equipment and parts, etc. are 
the other things. In all, there are 213 items which 
have shown a good progress. 

SHRIMATI VEEN VERMA: My second 
supplementary is this. May I know whether the 
Government has an assessment of the adverse 
impact of imposition of sanctions against India in 
the aftermath of the nuclear tests this year, which 
the Finance Minister had described as only a 
minor road-block and whether a blueprint of a 
comprehensive plan to deal with the situation 
arising from the imposition of these sanctions 
was prepared, if so, what are the details of the 
Government's assessment and the blue-print laid 
down to tackle the sanctions on industry? 
Specially, how far has recession in industry 
been increased by sanctions in different 
sectors? 

SHRI SIKANDER BAKHT: Sir, it is 
something of a general nature. In the beginning, the 
sanctions did have some effect, but later on it is 
remarkable that the industrial progress in India 
was not really affected badly by the sanctions. 
The sanctions imposed by Japan have practically 
got totally diluted, and even the sanctions 
imposed by the American Government have 
also got reduced to some extent. I don't know 
what it really means, but some individual 
industries in India had been segregated. The step 
taken by the American Government was very 
unfortunate. I can only speak in very general terms 
that the sanctions really have had no effect, 
and the most remarkable manifestation of this 
is that the ASEAN financial crisis had not at 
all any perceptible effect on Indian economy.

I would like to 
know whether the Government will take steps 
to see that the customs duty is modified to 
improve the fertiliser and chemical industry 
in Kerala.

DR. BIPLAB DASGUPTA: How much 
in four months? 

DR. MANMOHAN SINGH: Mr. 
Chairman, Sir, the hon. Minister has 
outlined an eight-point programe for the 
revival of industrial production. But, many 
of his points are not yielding results. For 
example, the Government has announced a 
35% increase in the Plan Outlay for 
infrastructure industry. The industry is 
representing and complaining continuously 
that it does not see anywhere this step up in 
infrastructure. Would the hon. Minister 
enlighten us, if he has any data, that the plan 
expenditure is actually increasing as stated 
in the Budget document? 

Secondly, Sir, the Minister has 
mentioned about a special package for 
revival of exports. But, in fact, exports this 
year, for the first time in many years, are 
showing a negative growth rate. So, I think, 
Government's policies are not simply very 
effective. 

Thridly, the Minister has mentioned that 
the Government has recently allowed buy-
back of shares and inter-corporate loans to 
boost investment and revive the capital 
market. In fact, the capital market remains 
as depressed as it was before this 
announcement was made. 

Would the Minister enlighten the House 
whether the Government would come up 
with some new proposals to really give a 
boost to industrial development because the 
proposals that he has outlined have proved 
to be totally ineffective?

It 
has been very correctly pointed out that most of 
these things which have been listed by the 
Minister in reply to the question, as stated in the 
statement, have not fructified into yielding any 
results. Export is a classical example. There 
might have been a special package for evival of 
exports, but ultimately it ended in a negative 
growth of 3.6 per cent in the first six months of 
the year, (interruptions) It may have been 3.6 per 
cent or 3.4 per cent, but it is a negative growth. 
Similarly, in regard to infrastructure 
investment, one will agree that in order to 
overcome the demand constraint, one time 
injection of reasources to step up the public 
expenditure was called, for. But, 
unfortunately, that was not done in the budget. The 
hon. Minister is claiming that there is step up in 
plan outlay by 35 per cent in infrastructure sector. It 
is notional in the sense that most of the 
infrastructural sectors have been asked to ranse 
resources from the market, it is not backed by the 
budgetary support. A substantial part of these 
resources are to be raised from the market. They 
are not in a position or they are reluctant to have 
these from the market. So, adequate investment 
is not taking place. In the light of the experience 
gathered in the first six months—the figures 
are already available with the hon. Minister-
would he kindly enlighten the House as to 
what corrective measures they are going to take 
to remove the demand constraint and whether 
the Government is in a position to step up 
public expenditure by injecting adequate 
quantum of resources in the public expenditure 
sectors?

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: Just one 
clarification, please. Why 1 am saying it is 
notional is that there are two components of this 
outlay. One component is internal resource 
generation or extra-budgetary resource. Mr. 
Minister, if you go through the figure of the actual 
investment in the infrastructure; in large areas you 
will find that there is a difference t between the 
original outlay and the actual expenditure, 
because they are not in a position to raise resources 
from the market. Therefore, if in this 35 per cent 
steps up there is not a substantial part coming from 
the Budgetary resource, which is the direct money 
from the State Exchequer or the Central Budget to 
the public sector enterprises, they would not have 
the resources for investment. That is why I am 
saying it is notional. 

SHRI SIKANDER BAKHT: Thirtyfive per 
cent increase is on the basis of the Budgetary 
support. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE. No I am 
sorry, 1 think, the Deputy Chairman of the 
Planning Commission can clarify the position. It 
is not so. It is an enhanced outlay, but not from 
the Budgetary support.

This will 
increase the demand of cement, construction 
machinery and steel. Twenty million houses 
in a year will increase demand of cement and 
building material, including steel. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: I am 
putting another question. Sir, I am not 
disrupting the Question Hour. In another reply 
the Government itself has admitted that 
capacity utilisation in both steel and cement 
industry has been less compared to 1996-97. 
It is because there is no demand. We have been 
repeatedly emphasising that in order to step 
up the demand, please do not depend on the 
private sector. Step up the invesmtnet in the 
public expenditure.
