Prime Minister took a prompt 

step and sent a delegation. But the limited 

point which I would like to know from him, 

if I heard him correctly, is, he said that he 

came to know about this incident through 

newspapers.

Prime Minister to 

depend for his information only on 

newspapers or, as it happened, on the BBC 

and other television channels which have 

broadcast this news? Has he no other source 

of information? Did not the official channel 

keep him informed about the incident? If it 

happens like that, if it happens that the hon. 

Prime Minister comes to know of such 

incidents only through newspaper reports  

and  not  from  his  own source. 
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then it is a serious matter. He must pull up 

his secretariat and other organisations who 

should keep him informed. What action will 

be taken by him, is for him. 

Secondly, in this type of things, I think, he 

can draw some conclusions from the 

observations of the hon. Members. While 

selecting the political personnel, he should 

be careful. I know this constituency, 

particularly, the place where this tornado 

took place. This comes within the 

parliamentary constituency of Mr. Indrajit 

Gupta. Therefore, it is correct that he 

contacted him. But, there are four other hon.
