SHRI BRATIN SENGUPTA (West 
Bengal): Madam, I am not commenting on 
this particular statement; nor am I 
commenting on the recommendations of the 
Kelkar Committee and Ninth Plan allocations 
and the fresh infusion which the Minister 
intends to do in the Indian Airlines.

There are 
many other problems. Could the Minister 
kindly inform the projected profits of Indian 
Airlines in the month of November or 
December or even earlier to that have been 
achieved? For turning around Indian Airlines 
and the domestic sector, is the Minister going 
for total evaluation of the cronically 
mismanaged civil aviation industry in our 
country?

SHRI JOHN F. FERNANDES (Goa): I will 
stick to the statement. The hon. Minister 
mentioned about the Kelkar Committee report. 
The genesis of the Kelkar Committee Report 
was that in 1990 the National Front 
Government headed by Shri V. P. Singh 
grounded 14 airbus—320 after a tragedy. As a 
result the Indian Airlines suffered a loss of Rs. 
200 crores. It was the National Front 
Government in 1990. And the Kelkar 
Committee gave its peport during the time of 
United Front. Both the times. Salims's party 
was a partner in the Government Now be is 
pointing a finger at my party. The Kelkar 
Committee mentioned that the Government has 
to pay for losses of Rs. 200 crores and the 
report is with the Government. The Ministry of 
Civil Aviation has rightly sent it to the 
Ministry of Hnance. And he has conceded here 
that it is still under consideration for almost 
one year. Is it a fact that an official in the 
Finance Ministry raised a query and put it in 
the file that he is anticipating that the Indian 
Airlenes Bill will end in a tragedy, in a disaster 
by the turn of the century and the Indian 
Airlines should be turned down? I think he has 
a vision 
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of the arrival of another airline. Is it a fact that 
this report is on the file? If so, when are you 
going to give this Rs. 200 crores to the Indian 
Airlines? Because it is a vicarious liability on 
the Government. This is the main cause that 
this national carrier is going in doldrums 
because of the decision of two weak 
Governments, the United Front and the 
National Front. 

Secondly, Madam, the Government has 
mentioned in the Statement that equity of Rs. 
125 crorcs is given by the Government. Okay, 
what will they do without having the seed 
money of Rs. 200 crores. The scheme of the 
Indian Airlines is to go into the market and 
mop up revenue to augment the fleet. If you 
are not giving them this one time grant of Rs. 
200 crores, the equity of Rs. 125 is 
meaningless. I want to know from the hon. 
Minister how much time you will take to 
implement this first Kelkar Committee report 
There is a second Kelkar Committee Report on 
Air India. Agsin, I think a similar report will 
come and augment that airline also. 

Lastly, (time-bell rings) I am coming to the 
main point. The Civil Aviation policy of the 
Government of India ..(Interruption) 

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now he has 
learnt. 

SHRI JOHN F. FERNANDES: This 
Government also said that they stand by it. It 
was wnounced last year on 16th June, 1997. 
And this Government said, 'We stand by it. 
Well and good; I got a reply to the question. 
There are reports in the Press that the Foreign 
Trade Promotion Board is going to decide this 
application of Tata airline. I would not call it 
Singapore as the word Singapore has been 
eliminated from that report because the 
Government has declared this policy. And 
they say. there is going to be 40 per cent 
foreign equity. Have the Government seen 
whether this 40 per cent equity is not coming 
from Singapore Airlines through the 
backdoor, through a subsidiary company? I 
would like to know whether the Foreign Trade 
Promotion Board will see to it that the Civil 
Aviation policy will be implemented, that it 
will not violate that.

Rajkumar. Now please be brief. 

DR. ALLADI P. RAJKUMAR (Andhra 
Pradesh): Thank you. Madam. 

PROF. VIJAY KUMAR MALHOTRA:

I feel very sony that these people who 
had raised their legs and fought tooth and nail 
that no foreign airlines like to or Singapore 
should be allowed, are doing this. 

It is a question oS life and death of 23,000 
people in the Indian Airiines. Evoi the pilots 
liave protested against this. 

We were in the United Front GovemmenL 
The former Civil Aviation Minister was theie 
at that time. We fought tooth and nail not to 
allow any foreign airlines into this country. 
Ibday the load is 65 per cent When you travel 
from 

Hyderabad to Ddhi, you will find that half the 
seats are vacant. Like that, they ae vacuit in 
many sectors. 

Madam, my only request, through you, it 
that the Minister should give an assurance that 
a proper study will be made. The Ccmsultaliye 
Committee is there. Let the Consultad'e 
Committee go into its meriti and demetto and 
come to a conclusion. Till then no airline 
should be permitted to come and operate in 
this country. 

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: I do not

SHRI     SURESH A.      KESWANI 
(Maharashtra): Madam, I wish to speak on 
behalf of 2S,000 employees of the Indian 
Airiines and 18,000 employees of Air India. 
The livelihood of all of them is in serious 
danger at the hands of a Government which 
might take these measures. This Government 
has not properly understood its implications. 
Let us examine that. I am not here to make 
any observations on one particular party 
Government or another Government, but the 
question is how are we conducting ourselves 
while dealing with matters connected with 
Civil Aviation. How many obstacles were put 
in the wmking of the Inctian Airiines and Air 
India during Uie last 8 or 10 years? They have 
been successively prevented from their 
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operations to the best of their ability. In the 
first place for some odd reason a decision was 
taken to grouad all the AIR Bus 320 aircrafls 
for a period of one year thereby causing a 
colossal loss of Rs. .200 crores of those years, 
which is equivalent in value to Rs. 2,000 crores  
today. Thereafter, the Government kept on  
changing the management and kept on 
tinkering with the working of both the Airlines. 
Thereafter what happened? 

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: We are not 
having a short duration discussion. Please ask 
questions only. 

SHRI SURESH A- KESWANI: What I 
want to point out is that we are in a situation 
where a number of private airlines have been 
permitted to fly here without studying the total 
potential of the market. A large number of 
aircrafts were consequently imported or bought 
on lease in a variety of ways; a large amount of 
foreign exchange outflow was jeported to 
enormous amount of imported fuel was also 
burnt and we now find that 90 per cent of those 
Airlines after making a loss have closed down. 
In the process both the Indian Airlines and Air 
India have al^ incurred a huge loss. Now, we 
have finally reached a situation where Tata 
Singapore proposal is being brought in through 
a backdoor. Statements by many connected 
persons have been made that this is not the 
case. Suddenly we find in the newspapers that 
the Civil Aviation authorities have latdy 
permitted the wet-Ieased-aircrafts to be 
brought in from outside through variotis local 
airline. In other words, already a passage has 
beoi provided to kave some kind of a 
partnership with a foreign airlipe who can wet-
lease the aircraft to the local operator and share 
pnrfits with him. What are we trying to do? 
The airlines business is so structured that it is 
very, very difftcult to earn profits. Basically it 
is a business structured to make losses. In 
order to make profits, you require our two 
airlines to catas together. The wbtde world is 
talking idwut grand anismces. On the one 
hand, you find the American Airlines talking 
of an alliaoce with the British Airways and on 
the other you have Indian Airiines and Air 
India failing to effect meget Today thenvorld 
traveller wants a seamless travel. He wants 
seamless travel facilities. What are we doing? 
We are trying to make things so 

difficult. We are trying to make sure that 
Incfian Airlines and Air India fail in their 
operations. I would urge upon the Civil 
Aviation Minister to somehow prevent this 
from happening. Otherwise, the blood of 
43,000 employees will spill on his head.

SHRI PRAMOD MAHAJAN: Madam, he 
has taken my name twice. So, I think I will 
explain in two minutes what my position was. 

SHRI C. M. IBRAHIM: Madam, I hope 
my time will be there. 

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Your time 
is over. You have become an ex-Minister. 

SHRI PRAMOD MAHAJAN: Madam, 
when I was the Chairman of the Standing 
Committee on Tourism and Transport, the 
Committee discussed it. We came to the 
conclusion that we would welcome 
competition in the domestic airlines sector. As 
far as international airlines are concerned, 
there has always been a competition. You 
caiuiot stop it. In the domestic sector, Indian 
Airlines was a monopoly. Our Committee 
unanimously recommended that private 
airlines must be allowed to operate. Before 
that, private airlines were clandestinely 
coming imder the name of air-taxi operators. 
Our Committee recommended to make them 
scheduled airlines companies and make it 
legally possible to run the aiilines companies. 
At the same time, our Committee 
recommended that there should not be any 
foreign investment. I would like to repeat it, 
there should not be any foreign investment in 
the domestic sector. 

SHRI JOHN F. FERNANDES: Foreign 
airlines. 

SHRI PRAMOD MAHAJAN: No. You cm 
go and read the report. I am very sure about it 
We did mention the word "airlines" We said 
that foreign mvestment should not be allowed 
and there should be competition amongst 
Indian players with Indian money. The 
previous Government itself when Mr. Azad 
was the Minister of Civil Aviation, he himself 
allowed Jet Airways to have an equity 
participation of 20 percent from Kuwait and 
20 per cent from Gulf. Our Conunittee was 
opposed to the equity participation of 20 per 
cent by Kuwait and 20 per cent by Gulf in Jet 
Airways, because we were basically against 
foreign investment as a Committee. The earlier 
Government, in which Mr. Azad was a 
Minister, allowed foreign airlines equity 
participation in domestic air 

sector. When the second Government came, 
where Mr. Ibrahim was a Minister, they came 
out with a policy which, to me, personally— by 
then I was not a Member of the Rajya Sabha 
and naturally I was not the Chairman of this 
Committee—was the funniest policy. They said 
that they would allow foreign investment but 
not a foreign airlines. My principle, right from 
day one, was that we would not allow foreign 
investment. Saying that foreign investment 
would be allowed but foreign airlines would be 
disallowed was the funniest proposition. If 
foreign investment is allowed, only a foreign 
airlines will be interested to invest. ��B �������

There is an ii^rent contradiction in saying 
that we will allow foreign investment but not 
foreign airlines investment. To me, it was a 
wrong policy. You should have said either 
'allow foreign investment' or 'do not allow 
foreign investment'. But if you say 'allow 
foreign investment' but 'do not allow airlines 
to invest', it is funhy because these are the 
people who are in the business. If at all, only 
an airlines will be interested to invest in 
aariines in some other country. You cannot 
ask General Motors to invest in Tata Airlines, 
it will be either Singapore Airlines or Modi-
Lufl because they know the business of 
airlines. Only they will come into the airUttes 
business. Anyhow, that was the policy. Right 
from day one, we were saying, as a 
Committee, that we were against foreign 
investment. Our recommendations were 
partially accepted. There is no system of 
accepting the recommendations. I can say they 
were implemented partially. The Jet Airways 
were asked to disinvest. 

I come to the last question. There is a 
proposal of the T^ Airways. I am calling it 
Tata Airways' because they themselves do not 
call it 'Tata-Singapore Airlines'. What was 
'foreign investment', what was 'direct', what 
was 'indirect', was not decided by the 
Government of Mr. CM. Ibrahim. This 
Government came out with clearcut guidelines 
saying. ..(Interruptions). 

SHRI C. M. IBRAHIM: We had sent the 
file to the Law Ministry. The Law Ministry 
had given the proposal. If I have to say all that 
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happened, it would be a very lengthy 
discussion and so I do not want to disclose 
now who told what and how it had come. I do 
not want to open the cupboatd. 

THEDEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He knew the 
thing. He was the Chairman of the Committee 
for a long time. Mr. Salim mentioned his 
name. It is better if Mr. Mahajan, now that he 
has come back to our House, tells us what was 
happening in the Comminee. When Parliament 
appoints these Committees, it is for the basic 
reason that we should go deeply into the 
working of every Ministry which we cannot 
do otherwise in the House. That is why these 
Committees sit and do threadbare discussions I 
am happy that he is telling us all these things. 

SHRI PRAMOD MAHAJAN: I will stand 
corrected to some extent. I accept what Mr. 
Ibrahim is saying. He might have started the 
process of formulating the guidelines which he 
could not complete because they withdrew the 
support and the Government was not there, the 
Lok Sabha elections were there and we won. 
He could not complete the process. But now, 
the Govonment has formulated them. I firould 
have been happy if the Government accepted 
our proposition. Even this Government could 
have accepted my proposition—I mean the 
Committee's proposition—which disallows 
total foreign investment in the airlines sector. 
But this Govonment idso contimied the policy 
of Mr. CM. Ibrahim of not allowing only 
foreign airlines but allowing aiybody to make 
foreign investment. If you allow 40 per cent 
equity, oidy the perstms who are directly or 
indirectly interested in the aviation sector will 
make Uie investmmt. If General Motors wants 
to come forward, they will only come to Ford, 
they will only come in the sphere of car 
industry. They wont come to the Qvil Aviation 
industry. The Singapore Airlines will not 
invest in the automobile industry. That was a 
natural process. But fiiis Govonment continued 
with the policy of the previous Government 
and .formulated ceitain guidelines. Now, I 
expect that if any pn^iMal comes to them, they 
will thoroughly examine that proposal and find 
out whether that propoud amounts to viotaliaa 
of the guidelines which do not allow direct or 
indirect iavestment of fonipi aidiaei or not I 

wished that it should have been foreign 
investment. As on today, the guidelines is 
"foreign airlines" and if such a proposal 
violates the guidelines, it should not give 
permission, if it does not violate the 
guidelines, then it is obligatory on the part of 
the Government of India to give permission. 
(Interruptions) Yes, it is obligatory on the part 
of the Government of India to give permission 
if a proposal does not violate the ^Jidelines. 
There is a process. Madam, we are playing in 
a market economy. In the market economy, I 
don't mind if this Government frames any 
rules. As I said earlier, if you allow me to 
become an umpire, I will not allow foreign 
investment of a single pie—^forget about 
foreign airiines. I will not allow any foreign 
investment. But I am not the umpire. Now, the 
Govonment in its wisdom, has takoi a decision 
not to allow this thing. My only request in 
such circumstances would be let us fomiulate 
the 

rules and whatever rules are there, let us obey 
them. But we should not go on shifting our 
stand with respect to these rules as per our 
convenience and every time when a person 
comes near the goal post, you say that our 
rules have been changed and he cannot be 
allowed to make a goal by this side. So, the 
person will never be able to make a goal 
because by the time he comes near the goal, 
you say that the Government does not allow 
this because the rule has been changed, now 
he has to make left foot forward. I think, the 
Government in its wisdom, should formulate a 
clear-cut policy, put it on a black-board in the 
Rajiv Gandhi Bhavan and then anybody who 
wants to make investment, can read it and ^ply 
for the same. If his application is uxonfing to 
the guidelines, give him permission. If his 
application is not according to the guidelines, 
reject it. It should be a ciystd clear, transparem 
policy. Since the hon. member has mentioned 
my name twi&, I thought that I should clarify 
my position. Thank you, madam. 

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. CM. 
Ibrahim, now that the hem. Member has fully 
clarified the position, still you have something 
to say? 

SHRl C M. IBRAHIM: Yes. Madam. I 
would like to know whether the Government 
is interested to keep the nationat carrier. 
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Madam, during the fast four months, I had 
never spoken in this House. I want that this 
Oovenunent should earn a good name. I want 
that this Government should continue with a 
good service. What is the true position of the 
Ministry of Civil Aviation today? I was the 
Minister of Civil Aviation for 22 months.. I 
know what sort of pressure is there on you and 
what pressure was there on me when I was the 
Minister. I had tolerated that pressure in the 
intoest of the national carrier. There are good 
and honest ofTicers in the Ministry right firom 
top to bottom and you have brought a good 
Secretary. I must compliment you for this. 
After sustained efforts of eight years, the entire 
Indian Airlines Board—the Chairman, the 
Managers—broug]it Indian Airlines out of the 
red and made a profit of Rs. 45 crores or Rs. 
SO crores. I would beg of this Government 
with folded hands that you should tdce these 
things into account. Sikander Bakht Ji, you are 
the Leader of the House. It was unanimously 
decided in this House that we would not allow 
any foreign airlines, directly of indirectly. If 
you want to reopen it again, you have to take 
the pomission of the House because this House 
is supreme. Now, the ball is not in the court of 
the Fire. The House has to give permission 
whether we can reopen this policy or not. You 
see, foreigners are conspiring to destroy our 
airlines and a day will come when our own 
industrialists will be General Managers in their 
own foctories and the multinationals will be 
the owners. My dear friend, Mr. Ananth 
Kumar Ji, you come from that place from 
where I come. Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee is the 
Prime Minister. If you allow them today, you 
will repent after one year. If you don't have the 
national carrier daring emergency, our country 
will suffer. Don't make it a political issue or a 
prestige issue. It is a national issue. I request 
you with folded hands: do&'t kill the natimal 
carrier. That was what I wanted to say. As I 
was a Minister, it is not proper for me to tell 
him what the pressure was and who said what 
As a sincere friend, I have never opened my 
mouth. It b hidden in my heart A time may 
come... (Inumiptions)...

Then there are guidelines for interpretation 
of indirect investment by foreign airlines, 
which are in confirmity with the provisions of 
the Aircraft Rules of 1937 and the existing 
domestic air-transport policy, that is, from 
Ghulam Nabiji's period to Ibrahimji's period. 
Therefore, there is no change in that policy.

SHRI SURESH A. KESWANI: Wet-
leasing is your policy.
