Onc of the occasions was
when one of the militants killed an
Additional Superintendent of Police and
afterwards he was caught. There are also
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incidents  of ISI  taking shclier in
Hydcrabad. In addition to this, rccently
one DGIS, a fundamentalist organisation
which is aided from a forcign country has
spread its tentacles in Hyderabad city.
They arc carrying on anti-national and

anti-social activitics, With DJS and  ISI

activities which are now spreading their
tentacles in Hyderabad city, activitics of
Kashmiri militants in the Hydcrabad city
have also been coupled together. It will
pose a scrious threat to the security of
the country, the State and the people
along with a danger to communal amity
in Hyvdcrabad. That being the casc, I call
upon the Governments, both the Central
and the State, to take stern action against
these people and also to sce to it that
such people who arc coming from
Pakistan and who are over-staving in
Hydcrabad after expiry of their visa have
1o be identificd and they have to be sent
back to their respective countrics,

Sccondly, the clements who have
sheltered these ISI agents in Hydcrabad
City....(Time-bell rings) I am concluding
Sir. 1 am not taking more time. [ will go
by your decision. One of the persons who
was arrested carlier under TADA was
the son of a farmer MLA of thc MBT
Party. There was cnough proof that he
was hand-in-glove with the international
agencies  which arc  trying 10 create
trouble in Hyderabad City.

Going by the background of these
things and going by the reports that have
come in—it has been mentioned that on
Friday, after the prayers were over,
people came out with petrol cans; these
are newspaper reports—it is very clear
that the riots were instigated and
prcplannc.d. in order to cmbarrass the
State Government, in order to create
communal tension.

Y. RADHAKRISHNA MURTY
(Andhra Pradesh): Mr. Vice-Chairman,
Sir, it is a fact that communal riots did
take place often in Hyderabad. It is also
a fact that fundamentalist organisations of
both the major communities arc on the
prowl in Hydrabad City, in the old city,
tfor the last so many dccades. But, the
history of this docs not minimist the
importance of the present riots. This s
the first point T would like to make. .

Pcople have been trying to say that
such things have been happening for the
lust many vears in Hyderabad and thart it
is nothing new. I think such a stand is not
a4 correct onc.

It is unfortunate if onc sceks to
politicisc these dasturdly acts and  Jjust
transfer the responsibility from one place
to another. We should collectively think
and find out the basic rcasons, the basic
casuses, for the this situation and try to
rectifiy it.

Sir, it is known that tcnsion was
prevailing for some days, before these
riots. But no preventive action was taken.,
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It is a clear case of failure on the part of
the Administration. Sir, [ was there on
the 6th and 7th of this month. T visited
the place. 1 also visited the hospital and
saw the patients. 1 talked to the paticnts
as well as the relatives of the paticnts. |
found that most of the people who were
admitted in the Osmania Hospital there
were  about  forty  people  in the
hospital—were very poor
people—rickshaw-pullers,  vendors,  ctc.
Pcople who were just going round the
bazar and thosc who were taking their
food in their house were stabbed, buratén
and killed. Such dastardly things have
huppencd.

First of all. T would like to submit that
all of us should uncquivocally condemn
these dastardly acts; irrespective of the
party to which we belong. Sccondly, a
judicial cnqury should be instituted 1o
apprehend the instigators and the other
culprits. 1 did see that cartoon. [ have
scen  that  cartoon. It was  a  very
provocative cartoon. It showed Gunesh,
with two large fect pressing on Mecca

and Madina. It was a very provocative
cartoon. 1 do not know what had done it;
who was responsible for this. It is not
question  of this community or that
community. [t is not a question of 'nny
community, It is the fundamentalst
groups of both the communitics which
arc perpetrating such acis. This is the
point I would like to impress upon.

More important than this is; peace
commitices should be formed;
particularly, in the old city. These
committces  should consist of all the
sccular partics and individuals and we
should sce that communal amity prevails
in the city and such acts arc not repeated.
The administrative machinery should also
be strcamlined so that it becomes pro-
active.

SHRI V. KISHORE CHANDRA 8.
DEO (Andhra Pradesh): Mr. Vice-
Chairman, Sir, we arc discussing the
communal riots in Hyderabd, for which
all of us should hang our heads in shame.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, it is a fact that
over a period of time communal riots
have now and then occurred in
Hydcrabad. But, 1 am sure that this
cntirc House will, in one voice, condemn
thosc who are trying to justify these
communal riots on the pretext that such
incidents had taken place carlicr also.

Just because they had taken place car-
licr. is it that by giving figures they are
trying to justify that these things can
happen or should happen or can continue
to happen. Sir, one should get at the root
of the problem and find out why it has
happencd? The hon. Member, Shri Ish
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Dutt Yadav, who spokc before me, suid
that there was some kind of an adminis-
trative  failure. My other colleagues,
Mr. KM. Khan and Shri Venkaiah
Naidu also come from Hyderabad. They
all said that highly objectionable and
provocative pamphlets were distributed
for about a weck or ten days before this
actual incident occurred. What was the
administration doing? What was the
policc doing during this pcriod? That is a
question that 1 would like to ask. This is
actually a manifestation of what has grip-
ped my State today. There has been a
total law and order failure. There has
been a complete breakdown of the Con-
stitutional machincry. This is a reflection
of the seriousness of the situation and the
vitiated atmosphere in the State. Sir, it is
not a question of pcople dying of com-
munal violence in Hyderabad. Arc we
not worried if people die in other parts of
the State? My friends sitting on the other
sidc would be aghast to know that cven
tcmple jewelicries have not been spared.
There bave been three thefts in three
tcmples. not in Mathura, Kanshi, Vis-
hwanath, but in one tanple at Tirupati.
That was in the Varadaraja tcmple,
where certain ornaments, donated by one
of our colleugues in the other House,
were sclectively stolen. Thefts have oc-
curred in Vijaywada, and in Srikckulam
and nobody has bcen apprehended till
today. Sir, not a day gocs by in the entire
State, when one of thosc land mincs do
not... (Time Bell rings) Sir, 1 belong 10
that State. I plead with you to give me a
fcw more minutes.

Sir, nut a day passes by without a land-
minc cxploding or without pcople dying.
Can anybody deny .that there.was an
incident where 69 convicts escaped on
one day from onc prison?

DR. Y. LAKSHMI PRASAD (Andhra
Pradesh): Sir, the subject is Communal
Riots in Hyderabad,

situation, the police failure... (Interrup-
tionsy Kindly look at the notice.

It is the
manifestation of what is happcning in
different parts of the Statc. Sir, 1 would
like to know whether the Central Gov-
ernment is going to take cognizance of
this or not?

ALLADI P. RAJKUMAR: Sir, a
special court with a sitting Judge has
been constituted by the Chief Justice of
Andhra Pradesh. A control room has
been set up, and the culptirts have been
identified, and definitely, they will be
punished. They will be awared the servest
punishment according to the judgement.
An  ex-gratia payment has been
announced by the Chief Minister. During
the riots, temples and mosques were
burnt. Our Chief Minister has announced
that those will be constructed at Govern-
ment expense. Sir, ex-gratia payment for
the people who have died, who have lost
their property, has been announced.
What else can be done? Sir, it is an
unfortunate incident. Within  15-20
minutes this has been controlled. So, we
all condemn it. Our State Government is
taking all precautionary measures. There
is no need to tell us that the crisis has
occurred in Hyderabad or ~Andhra
Pradesh. So, I condemn my colleague’s
statement. In Andhra Pradesh, law and
order is excellent. This everybody knows,
Sir-the Hyderabad law and order.

SHRI N.R. DASARI (Andhra Prad-
csh): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, 1 rise to
spcak not to accuse any party or any
political leader or leaders. So far as the
scnsitive problem of Hyderabad is con-
cerned, of course, all of us should have a
common consideration of restoring peace
in the city and also of inspiring confi-
dence, more so amongst the people of
both the communities, in the disturbed
arcas of Hyderabad. For the last four
days, the Secretary of the State Council
of the CPI, Mr. Sudhakara Reddy, who
is also a Member of the Lok Sabha, has
been therc in the city. He has led two
pcace marches, one yesterday and the
other the day before yesterday. Our dele-
gation also met different sections of the
people belonging to both the com-
munitics. We also happend to meet the
Chicf Minister as well as the Home
Minister of the State. Of course, our
delegation has given its own suggestions
about which I will tell you later. My
point is, no volume of accusation or
insinuation will help in solving the pre-
sent impasse and all of us belonging to
responsible parties, belonging to this au-
gust bady, should try our best to cool
down the atmosphere not only here but
also in the Hyderabad city and other
parts of India because one should not
take it as an-isolated incident. If we do
not take prompt steps immediately with a
sense of responsibility and seriousness, it
is very likely that it may spread over,
wittingly or unwittingly. That is why 1
would like to make a fervent appeal to
onc and all to give up mutual accusations
and insinuations, which will not serve any
uscful purpose except, of course, that it
may serve, at best, the purpose of
provoking the tension further. We
suggested to the Chief Minister to
conduct a judicial inquiry. It is good that
the Chief Minister has agreed to set up a
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special court through which the culprits
can be brought to book and be duly
punished. There is no doubt about it.
But, in this context, 1 want to bring to
the notice of the Chair, of the Members
belonging to all political parties, that
there is a miserable failure of the Police
Department in the city of Hyderabad.
Nobody can deny it. It is quite evident
that the Police Department, which is a
part of the administration.of the State,
has failed miserably. So, in order to take
the police officials and persons who were
responsible (for this failure to task, only a
judicial inquiry can help us. A special

~ court will not help in this. 1 am not-

opposed to the formation of a special
court. But it will not do. I would, like to
thank, the Chief Minister for agreeing to
sct up a special court. At the same time,
through you, Sir, I would make an appeal
to the Chief Minister to conduct a judicial
inquiry into this matter and thereby help
not only the city of Hyderabad but also

the other parts of India so that such

incidents do not occur again and again.
‘While concluding, I want to say one thing
frankly. There are miscreants. There are
anti-social elements who tend to make
such disturbances now and then. There
are miscreants, anti-social elements in
both the communities; both in minority*
community and the majority community
in Hyderabad city. It was our sad
experience in the past also. Miscreants of
both the sides are responsible. There is
no point in blaming each other in this
House. That is why once again, before
concluding, I request all of you to find a
solution and to see that such things do
not occur once again. It is not a question
of dimension. A small incident in a
particular city or a particular part of such
a big country like India may flare up. Let
us try to cool down, let us try to serve
communal harmony in India. Thank you
very much.
