Economic blockage of National Highways
No. 39 and 53

SHRI W. ANGOU SINGH (Manipur):

Thank you, Mr. Vice-Chairman, for
allowing me to raisc a special issue for
saving the lives of the people of Manipur.

Sir. Manipur is a land-locked State.
There is no water-way or railway to reach
the Sti. ¢. The National Highways are the
only lifc-line for the State of Manipur.
There arc two National Highways. One.
the National Highway No. 39, passes
through Nagaland. Another, the National
Highway No. 53, passcs through Assam,
Silchar. Nowadays the National Highway
No. 53 is not in a proper condition to be
uiiliscd. The National Highway No. 39 is
the only life-line for the State of Manipur
now.

The present  position is  that this
National Highway has been blocked by
launching an economic blockage by two
Naga organisations, the Naga National
Council and the Naga Students Union,
who are opposing the creation of a
separate Sadar Hill (Kangpokpi) District
in Manipur. This blockage is continuing
from the 21st of May, 1998.

The crcation of the Sadar Hill
(Kangpokpi) District is the common
demand of all the regional and national
level parties in the State. The Creation of
the separate Sadar Hill (Kangpokpi)
District has been included in the election
manifestos of all the partics.

The present Government has decided
to create this district. On hearing that the
Naga organisation, the Naga National
Council and the Naga Students Union
proposed the cconomic blockage of the
National Highway. The present Chief
Minister called a meeting of all the
parties to discuss about the creation of
the Sadar Hill (Kangpokpi) District. All
the parties took a decision to request the
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Naga organisations to withdraw the
blockage, but the Naga organisations
have refuesed it.

Now, the present position is that all the
trucks carrying essential commodities and
oil tankers have been damaged ‘on the
way when they are coming to approached
the capital of Manipur, Imphal. The
truck owners resolved not to ply on this
road without Sccurity. Because of this the
people of Manipur are now not able to
receive essential commodities. In order to
save them from this state of affairs, 1
would request the hon. Home Minister to
takc immcdiate measures so that the
cssential  commodities  safely reach
Manipur.

Another appeal to the Central Govern-
ment is thai the Government of India
should recruit National Highway Security
Force so that they can be utilised for
protection of National Highways where
there is absence of railways in the border
state likc Manipur.
