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STATEMENT BY MINISTER
Staging of a Marathi Play in Mumbai

THE MINISTER OF HOME AF-
FAIRS (SHRI L.K.° ADVANI): Mr
Chairman, Sir, on the 15th of July, 1998,
even while 1 was present in the House,
serious concern was expressed by some
hon. Members in Rajya Sabha on the
alleged glorification of Nathuram Godse
in a Marathi ‘Play—“Mee Nathuram
Godse Boltoya”. The House was assured
that the Government would look into it.

The matter was taken up with the
Government of Maharashtra. According
to information received from the State
Government, the play in question was
cleared for performance by the
Maharashtra Stage Performance Scrutiny
Board, an autonomous body of the State
Government. The play was certified as
‘U’ cateogry for viewership. The play was
staged on the 10th of July, 1998 in Shivaji
Mandir Theatre, Mumbai.

Keeping in view the reported intent of

_ the play, the Central Government has

advised the State Government to prohibit

its performance. We also take this oppor-

tunity to emphasise that this Government

strongly disapproves of anything that de-

nigrates thg haloed memery of Mahatma

Gandhi, and belittles the unique role he

played in leading the nation to freedom
from colonial rule.
