That in pursuance of clause (e) of sub-
section (3) of section 4 of the Coir
Industry Act, 1953 (45 of 1953), read
with clause (e) of svb-rule (1) of rule 4
and subrule (1) of rule 5 of the Coir
Industry Rules, 1954, this House do pro-
ceed to elect, in such manner as the
Chairman may direct, one Member from
among the Members of the House to be a
member of the Coir Board.

The question was put and the motion

was adopted.

Delhi Chief Minister’s Reported
