THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE
MINISTRY OF RURAL AREAS AND
EMPLOYMENT (SHRI BABAGOUDA
PATIL): (a) Around 5% of the total
water resources available in the country
are required for drinking and domestic
use.

(b) Non availability of sufficient funds
is the main reason for not covering all the
habitions till date. However, as per the
action plans prepared by the States, all
habitations of all the States except some
parts of Rajasthan are to be covered with
provision for drinking water during the
9th Plan period. Further, dirnking water
supply being a State subject, the Central
Government only supplements the efforts
of the State Government by providing
funds by way of 100% granis-in-aid.

(b) Government of Andhra Pradesh
have reported that funds under JRY are
being released to the Panchayati Raj
Institutions (PRIs) i.e. Zilla Parishads
and Gram Panchayatsstrictly as per the
guidclines issued by the Government of
India. They have also informed that the
Employment Assurance Scheme (EAS) is
also being implemented strictly as per
guidelincs of the scheme.
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
