THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE
{SHRI SOMPAL): (a) and (b) Yes, Sir.
The Central Ground Water Board is
implementing a Central Sector Scheme
on “Studies of Ground Water Recharge
in Karnataka, Maharashtra, NCT of
Delhi and Upion  Territory of
Chandigarh™. In Maharashtra, studies are
being carried out in orange and banana

- growing areas of Amravati and Jalgaon
districts where various ground water
recharge structures like percolation tanks,
recharge shafts, injection wells and sub-
surface dams have been constructed
under the scheme,

(c) and (d) During 1997-98, ground
water was recharged with about 360
thousand cubic metres of water through
percolation tanks and checks dams raising
the ground water level from one metre to
ten metres in Amravati distfict. This has
also resulted in yxlding of water from
'such wells even in summer season which
were dry before implementation of this
scheme. Similarly, ground water was
recharged with about 600 thonsand cubéc
metres of water through percolation
tanks, recharge wells and recharge shafts
_raising groimd watér level upto five
_metres in Jalgson district. Percolation

~ tanks constructed under the scheme have
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benefitted 1000 ha of area by- providing
assured irrigation,
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
