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(iii) Providing the basic minimum 

services of safe drinking water, 

primary health care and facilities, 

universal primary education, 

shelter, and connectivity to all in a 

time bound manner;

(v) Empowerment of women and 

socially disadvantaged groups such 

as Scheduled Castes, Scheduled 

Tribes and other Backward Classes 

and Minorities as agents of socio-

economic change and development. 

3. Due to difficult resource availability 

position, it has not been possible to provide 

fully the requirements of the social sectors. In 

order to fulfill the targets in a time-bcund 

manner especially in areas like safe drinking 

water, primary health care, 

primary/elementary education etc., an Action 

Plan has been formulated to achieve the goal 

of expansion and improvement of social 

infrastructure. This Action Plan is being 

integrated with the draft Ninth Five Year Plan 

approved at the meetings of the internal 

Planning Commission and released by the 

then Deputy Chairman, Planning Commission 

on March 01, 1998. The revised draft will be 

placed before the National Development 

Council by following the due procedure in due 

course.
