projects were due for completion in 1997-
98. The details are given in the Annual
Report of the Department of Programme
Implementation for the year 1997-98, laid
on the table of the House.
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(b) to (d) Only about 52 projects are
reported to have been completed in 1997-
98 and others could not be completed
duc to various rcasons such as failure of
contractors in maintaining proper pace of
work, delay in award of contract slow
progress, failure of-vendors and supplicrs
in timely supply of imported and
indigenous cquipment and material, delay
in acquisition of land, dclay in
cnVironment and other clearances, fund
constraints, ctc.

(e)) the total aniount of money locked
(anticipated cost) in 139 projects which
could not be completed in 1997-98 is Rs.
41,848 crore.

reccived from Distt,  Collectors il
31.5.1998, an amount of Rs. 471.69 lakhs
have been spent since the inception of
the scheme on various works in respect of
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Rajya Sabha Mcmbers. Year-wise details
of utilization of funds are not being
maintaincd  scparatcly as the funds
released under the Scheme are non-
lapsable und the amount lying unutilised
in a particular year can be carried
forward to the next financial year.

(b) The works taken up under the
Scheme include constructior of school
buildings, librarics, roads, bridges,
community centres, public toilets and
drilling of tubewclls. Computers to
Government and Government  aided’ .
schools have also been provided under
MPLADS.
