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create a demand for education and in
many cases assist in or directly manage
local level educational facilitics like the
MSK, NFE & ECCE centres.

The MS programme in Baroda & Raj-
_kot districts has trained village women in
lcgal procedurc and three Nari Adalats
have been set up to address problems like
domestic violence, marital problems ctc.
So far, the Nari Adalats in Baroda have
handled about 200 cascs.

The evaluation has appreciated the cf-
fective leadership role that women arc
playing at the village level and in the
Panchayat bodies to which they have
been clected. In Gujarat, 248 women
from thc Sanghas have been clected to
various Panchayati Raj bodies.

(¢) and (f) During the 9th Five Ycar
Plan, it is proposcd to cxpand the prog-
ramme in additional four districts. During
1998, the programme has expanded 1o
two new districts.

Mabhila Samakhya is a process oricnted
programme which sccks to mobilise, or-
ganisc and cmpower poor women. Hu-
man Resource Development is critical to
achieving the programme’s  objectives.
Since this is an intensive process, there
are constraints in going to scale to cover
the whole State.
