THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE

profit earned by CPSUs during 1996-97 
was of the order or Rs. 10258 crores after 
adjusting the losses of Rs. 5862 crores 
incurred by loss making CPSUs. 

(b) and (c) The reasons for lost making 
are enterprise specific and include 
obsolete plant & machinery, outdated 
technology, adverse market conditions, 
excess manpower, working capital 
shortage, heavy interest burden, social 
obligations, etc. 

Aport from the enterprise specific 
measures, the steps taken by the 
Government include prcrfessionalisation 
of Boards, periodic performance review 
meetings by the administrative 
Ministries, 
entering into Memorandum of 
Understanding with the undertakings, 
ratioaalisatiop of
 manpower- 

organisational and capital nstructuring 
including formation of joint ventures, 
lechndogy upgration, etc. 

Revival of the HMT and 

Instrumentetion Limited
