Profit made by Nuclear Fower Stations

Power Stations made a profit of Rs. 250 crores
in 1996-97 and this will increase to Rs. 300
crores in 1997-98; and

(b) what is the cost price per unit at which
this power is being sold?
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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI VASUNDHRA RAJE): (a) The
Nuclear Power Corporation of India Ltd.
(NPCIL) made a net profit of Rs. 252.98 crore
during the financial year 1996-97. The net
profit during the financial year 1997-98 was
Rs. 225 crore (provisional, unaudited). The
reason for the shortfall in the net profit in
1997-98 as compared to financial year 1996-
97 is mainly due to the prolonged Annual
Maintenance Shutdown (ASD) of the Kakrapar
Atomic Power Station-Unit 1 on account of
turbine related problems and the shutdown of
the Madras Atomic Power Station-Unit 1 for
inservice inspection of the coolant channels as
stipulated by the Atomic Energy Regulatory
Board.
