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Bamak, a sraail glacier of about 6 sq. km. has
been studied under the Himalayan Glaciology
Programme during 1992-95. The studies have
indicated that the glacier snout is receding at
an average rate of about 17 metres per year.
Recent scientific reports have indicated that
glaciers in other parts of the world have also
shown similar receding trend,

(b) To minimise the pollution of the river
Ganga and improve its water quality, the
scheme of Ganga Action Plan covering 25
towns along the river was started in 1985.
This scheme is now nearing completion. The
second phase of the Action Plan was started in
1995 to cover the additional towns; and the
work which could not be taken up in the first
phas*. The scheme is targetted for completion
by 2001.
