THE MINISTER OF LABOUR (DR. 

SATYANARAYAN JATIYA): (a) to (c) At 

present, there are 127 ESI Hospitals and 43 

Annexes functioning under the ESI Scheme in 

different parts of the country. Recently, the 

Corporation has constructed three more ESI 

Hospitals and handed over to the concerned 

State Governments for commissioning. In 

addition, there are 15 ESI Hospitals at various 

stages of construction. New hospitals under the 

ESI Scheme are constructed generally on the 

basis of need keeping in view the norms 

prescribed by the ESI Corporation. 

Accordingly, the Corporation has agreed, in 

principle, for construction of 12 additional 

hospitals at different places. Pending 

construction/completion of new ESI hospitals, 

necessary arrangement has been made with 

governmental and non-governmental 

institutions to provide general, speciality and 

super-speciality treatment to the ESI 

beneficiaries.
