Cauvery Water Dispute

258. SHRI JANARDHANA
POOJARY: Will the PRIME MINISTER
be pleased to state:

(a) whether any progress has been
made with regard to resolving Cauvery
water dispute;

(b) if so, the details thereof; and
(c) if not, the reasons therefor?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE
(SHRI SOMPAL): (a) and (b) The
Government of India constituted Cauvery
Water Disputes Tribunal for adjudication
of the Cauvery Water Disputes on 2nd
June, 1990. The Tribunal has given an
interim order on 25.6.1991. As per the
interim order the Sate of Karnataka is
required to release water from its
reserveirs so as to ensure that 205
Thousand Million Cubic Feet (TMC) of
water is available in Tamil Nadu’s Mettur

reservoir in a year from June to May with
monthly and weekly stipulations, 6 TMC
of water is to be delivered by the State of
Tamil Nadu for the Karaikal region of
Union Territory of Pondicherry in a
regulated manner and the State of
Karnataka shall not increse its area under
irrigation by the waters of river Cauvery
beyond the existing 11.2 lakh acres.
