(c) and (d) Since Family Size is determined
by the health of Mothers and Children in the
along run, and unwanted pregnancies are
avoided by contraception, the Deptt. Is
addressing the needs of the people through both
these mechanisms. Facilities for Maternal and
Child Health are being strengthened all over the
country though the programme of
Reproductive and Child Health which has
been aproved by the Government in
September 1997 Under this Progamme
facilities for obstetric care are being improved
in Government Hospitals Dispensaries.
Information, Education and Communication
is being strengthened by involving
professional agencies at national level, and by
taking up IEC programmes within
individual Districts through Zilla Saksharta
Samitis. Inservice training arrangements are
being substantially strengthened for improving
the skills of Medical/Para Medical Personnel
and for larger involvement of Panchayat
Members and of officials of other related
Departments.

In adition, Projects have been taken up to
