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Governor of Maharashtra, has been given
the additional charge of my State. The
work in Goa has been hampered because
the administration is totally in disorder. I
talked to His Excellency, the Governor of
Mabharashtra. He informed me that he was
more busy in Maharashtra not only
because he was Governor, but he was also
Chairman of two Development Boards.

I have raised this matter with various
Prime Ministers of the united Front Gov-
ernment. This is happening only during the
regime of the United Front Government. I
talked to the former Prime Minister, Shri
Deve Gowda. He assured me that he would
appoint a Governor for Goa. Again I talked
to Shri Gujral yesterday.

We have important functions. For ex-
ample, this 15th of August is going to be
the Golden Jubilee of our Independence.
The Governor is supposed to host a public
reception. No Governor is present in my
State. More so, as I have said, the
administration is out of control. Some
politicians have taken things in their hands.
The oath of secrecy is being violated. Their
sons arc being allowed to clear
Government files. Kitchen cabinets arc
being formed. Their wives are presiding
over them.

It will be appropriate to have a Governor
in every State. There is so much of
unemployment in the country. Why is this
Government not acting? There are seven
vacancies in this very House. Seven
Members of Parliament arc to be nomi-
nated by the Rashtrapati. That has not yet
been done.

So, I ask of the hon. Minister to bring
this to the notice of the Government and
the Prime Minister and to see that Gov-
ernors arc appointed. I am not talking about
Ambassadors. About fifty posts of
Ambassador are vacant. At least the
Offices of Governors should be filled by
the 15th of August because this is the
Golden Jubilee of our Independence.
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RE. SINKING OF SHIPS IN MUMBAI
AND CALCUTTA PORTS

SHRI NARENDRA MOHAN
(UTTAR PRADESH): Mr. Vice-Chairman,
Sir, I wish to draw the” attention of this
august House and of this Government to the
two great accidents which have taken place
on our coast. They relate to the sinking of
the ship "Arcadia Pride" in the vicinity of
the Mumbai Port on 19th June resulting in
the loss of 24 human lives. The second is the
Korean freighter "MV-Green Opal" in the
vicinity of the Calcutta Port, that is, hi
Hooghly.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, both these accidents
have occurred because of mismanagement,

corruption, faulty rules and regulations,
lack of marine discipline
