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Revival of PSUs

1307. SHRI E. BALANANDAN: Will
the Minister of INDUSTRY be pleased
to state:

(a) whether Government have any plan to
revive public sector units in problem;
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(b) if so, what is the plan; and

(c) how the Government are planning to
implement the plan?

THE MINISTER OF INDUSTRY (SHRI
MURASOLI MARAN): (a) and (b) The
Government's policy on Central Public Sector
Enterprises have been spelt out in the
Common Minimum Programme, which inter-
alia includes the revival of loss making and
sick enterprises.

(c) The sick industrial public enterprises are
registered with Board for Industrial and
Financial = Reconstruction (BIFR) for
formulation of revival/rehabilitation packages.
In respect of loss making public enterprises,
the managements of the enterprises in
consultation with the administrative Ministry
take necessary steps to improve their perform-
ance through suitable measures. These
measures are mostly enterprise specific,
although in some cases, sectoral strategies
may also be worked out. The Ministry of '
Industry has worked out some strategies for
restructuring  enterprises under its ad-
ministrative.control in the Deptt. of
Heavy Industry.
