THE MINISTER OF INFORMA-
TION AND BROADCASTING (SHRI
S. JAIPAL REDDY): Madam, we are
going to have a full debate on Tuesday
on the various dimensions, ramifications
and implications of this vexed question.
In the meantime, responding to the brief
discussion we have had in thc Housc
during the last few minutes, I would like
to state and reiterate with all the em-
phasis at my command that this Govern-
ment will not and shall not interfere with
the functioning of investigative agencies
at all. I want to allay all apprehensions
on this account.

The functioning of the C.B.IL., as is
reported in the Press, is proof positive, if
proof were ever required of the indepen-
dent working of the CBI. It is not for the
Government to direct anybody to arrest
A or B; it is for the investigating agencies
to take a view in the matter. It is for the
courts to take a view in the matter.

Chavan Sahib, Gurudas Gupta Ji and
others have expressed some views in
regard to the need for resigation of Mr.
Laloo Prasad yadav. I do not disagree

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with them. But, that is a matter relating
to propriety; that is a matter relating to
political morality. the system is run on
legality and the law will naturally prevail
ultimately.
